MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

MAY 27, 2010
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, May 27, 2010 at 7:34 a.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor Sordillo read the following notice:

“In compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of New Jersey, adequate notice of this meeting was provided on January 8, 2010 and May 24, 2010 by sending written notices to the Echoes Sentinel and Courier News, posting on the Bulletin Board in the Municipal Building and filing with the Township Clerk”.

“This meeting is to be taped for broadcast on the Access Channel and everyone is required to comply with the policies and procedures governing access programming for the Access Channel.  No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from any rebroadcast of the meeting.”

Mayor Sordillo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mr. DiNardo presented a proclamation in honor of Medical Emergency Services Week to Roberta Monahan.
Mrs. Garafola introduced Ordinance No. 10-06 by title for adoption and read the following:

May 27, 2010

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER II ENTITLED “ADMINISTRATION” SECTION 2-39 ENTITLED “REMOVAL FOR ABSENTEEISM” IS ADDED AS A CAUSE FOR REMOVAL OF ANY MEMBER OF ANY TOWNSHIP COMMISSION, STATUTORY BOARD AND APPOINTED ADVISORY BOARD.

Mayor Sordillo opened the Public Hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to speak and the hearing was closed.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 10-06 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. DiNardo introduced Ordinance No. 10-07 by title for adoption and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XV ENTITLED, “LAND USE PROCEDURES” BY AMENDING THE DEFINITION OF MINOR SITE PLAN IN SUBSECTION 15-1.3  AND SUPPLEMENTING AND AMENDING THE TOWNSHIP’S SITE PLAN AND SUBDIVISION CHECKLIST IN SECTION 15-6
Ms. DiRocco stated that this ordinance was referred to the Planning Board.  At a Board meeting held on May 24, 2010, the Board determined that this ordinance is not inconsistent with any provisions of the Master Plan.

Mayor Sordillo opened the Public Hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to speak and the hearing was closed.

On motion of Mr. DiNardo, second of Mrs. Garafola, Ordinance No. 10-07 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Garafola introduced Ordinance No. 10-08 by title for adoption and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS IN ORDER TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A. 40A:4-45.14
Mayor Sordillo opened the Public Hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to speak and the hearing was closed.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 10-08 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

May 27, 2010
Mrs. Garafola introduced Ordinance No. 10-09 by title for adoption and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTING AND AMENDING CHAPTER VII ENTITLED “TRAFFIC” OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WARREN TO CREATE A REDUCED SPEED ZONE ALONG A PORTION OF MOUNTAIN VIEW ROAD
Mayor Sordillo opened the Public Hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to speak and the hearing was closed.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 10-09 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, the Regular and Executive Sessions of May 6, 2010 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
The comments on agenda items portion was opened.  No one wished to speak and this portion was closed.
Mrs. Garafola introduced and read Resolution No. 2010-116 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. DiNardo.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2010-116 is appended to the official minutes.

On motion of Mr. DiNardo, second of Mrs. Garafola, Alan Kaufman was appointed to the Sewerage Authority as an Alternate #2 member for a term to expire on 1/31/15.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
On motion of Mr. DiNardo, second of Mrs. Garafola, Fernando Castanheira was appointed to the Board of Adjustment as a Regular member for a term to expire on 12/31/13.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. DiNardo introduced Ordinance No. 10-10 by title for first reading and read the following:

On motion of Mr. DiNardo, second of Mrs. Garafola, Ordinance No. 10-10 was passed on first reading.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Garafola introduced Ordinance No. 10-11 by title for first reading and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTING AND AMENDING CHAPTER II ENTITLED “ADMINISTRATION” (SECTION 2-6 ENTITLED “FEES FOR VARIOUS MATERIALS”) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WARREN, ADOPTED DECEMBER 21, 1972, AS HERETOFORE SUPPLEMENTED AND AMENDED, IS HEREBY SUPPLEMENTED AND AMENDED
On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 10-11 was passed on first reading.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. DiNardo, Resolution No. 
2010-133 entitled “AUTHORIZING CONTRACT FOR SALE OF TOWNSHIP SURPLUS PROPERTY KNOWN AS BLOCK 32, LOT 9.03” was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2010-133 is appended to the official minutes.

May 27, 2010

The governing body approved a “Wipe Out Leukemia Forever” Walk to be held in June.

Mr. Lehrer reported that Cablevision is now eligible for a statewide franchise and negotiations will cease.

The governing body approved to summer hours for the Inspectors in the Construction Office.  Mrs. Garafola requested an accounting of appointments and activity during the early morning hours.
The Governor’s COAH proposal was discussed.  Mayor Sordillo stated that most municipalities are in agreement.  Mr. Lehrer opined that if this proposal is approved, the control will come back to towns.

Mr. Krane spoke of the Governor’s reform tool kit.  Many of the items on the list have no impact on Warren. The 2.5% maximum property tax increase would affect the Township.

Mr. Krane stated that there are many foreclosed properties in Warren.

Mr. Lehrer spoke of private sales of these properties.  Mrs. Garafola and Mr. DiNardo will work with Mr. Krane.

The issue of Twin Brooks Country Club being included in the Wastewater Management Plan was discussed.  The governing body expressed opposition.  This would not be a benefit to the Township.
Mayor Sordillo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.
Mrs. Smith, representing the Arboretum Foundation, read a letter regarding the Wagner Farm Barn.  This letter is on file in the Township Clerk’s office.  She stated that the goal is to preserve the site.  Mrs. Garafola noted that at an Arboretum meeting, it was her understanding that the barn would be taken down and that the silo would remain.  Mr. Krane stated that there is no decision at this time and that he is waiting to hear from the Insurance Company.  There was a suggestion that the site could be a historical site.  Mr. Krane noted that State approval would be needed.  This is an arduous process, timely and expensive.  Mrs. Smith stated that there was a misunderstanding.  The discussion at the meeting was that if the barn could not be repaired, then maybe there could be a greenhouse.  This issue will be further discussed at an upcoming meeting.
The Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting was closed.

May 27, 2010

On motion of Mr. DiNardo second of Mrs. Garafola, and unanimous voice vote, the meeting adjourned at 8:35 a.m.
