Somerset County held a search and rescue training at Glen Hurst.  This type of training is held regardless of the weather.  Unfortunately because of the weather, the trails took some abuse. DPW will restore the grounds with assistance from the county.  This is an opportunity to improve drainage by adding drain pipes.  Mrs. Garafola will talk with the administrator regarding DEP and the drainage issues.
