Other Correspondence:
The Commissioners received correspondence from PSE&G in response to the March 2, 2011 correspondence from Jack Henschel on NJDEP File No 0000-05-0036.1 FWW 050001 Freshwater Wetlands Blanket Permit Application. The requested permit is for actual repair and maintenance of the pipes conveying gas. No herbicide use is anticipated. 
Other correspondence was received from the NJDEP Division of Parks and Forestry about the Shade Tree program. ANJEC sent resource papers on Municipal Environmental Commissions in New Jersey and Site Plan and Subdivision Review: Environmental Analysis. Phil Lobo also discussed these papers (see discussion below).
Patricia DiRocco also sent a request asking about notification about a certain project. Katrina De la Cruz replied to her request. A tube-seedling order form was reviewed. 

Discussion:

Phil Lobo completed and submitted a matching grant application to ANJEC, Associations of New Jersey Environmental Commission, to update the Township’s Environmental Resource Inventory (ERI). Grantee municipalities have until June 30, 2012 to complete the projects. An update of the ERI is also a priority action in order to obtain Silver Level Green Community Certification. The original proposal was not accepted but approval was given to go ahead and paperwork was submitted. ANJEC and Warren Township are providing funding. With the Natural Resource Inventory, there is a lot to do and a lot of maps to review. Phil Lobo is working with the Engineering department and Chris Kastrud (consultant) on this project and in August, representatives from ANJEC will be involved.
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Laura Mandell, Chairperson of the Warren Green Team, discussed the recent news from the Team. She talked about the Land Use pledge, which was in its first draft and will be reviewed at the June 13, 2011 Green Team meeting. They discussed what worked and what did not work for Green Day event and how to expand next year. She mentioned the anti-idling laws and the recycle bank, which may have an incentive program. Water conservation is a priority item worth 20 points within Sustainable NJ. Other topics reported on were the Green Film Festival
