MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

JUNE 17, 2010
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, June 17, 2010 at 7:03 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor Sordillo read the following notice:

“In compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of New Jersey, adequate notice of this meeting was provided on January 8, 2010 by sending written notices to the Echoes Sentinel and Courier News, posting on the Bulletin Board in the Municipal Building and filing with the Township Clerk”.

“This meeting is to be taped for broadcast on the Access Channel and everyone is required to comply with the policies and procedures governing access programming for the Access Channel.  No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from any rebroadcast of the meeting.”

Mayor Sordillo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
The Mayor recognized High School Junior Dale Zhang, a State finalist in the Future Municipal Leaders Scholarship Competition sponsored by the League of Municipalities.

Certificates of Recognition were presented to the Wagner Farm Arboretum Birdhouse Contest creator and winners.

June 17, 2010

Suzanne Smith, Arboretum Foundation Trustee, spoke about the importance, significance and historical value of the Wagner Farm Barn.  She requested repair of the barn and its preservation.  Mr. Plager commented that the Arboretum is a symbol of Warren.  Mrs. Garafola stated that the giving garden at the Farm is great for children.
Mr. Plager introduced Ordinance No. 10-10 by title for adoption and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE AMOUNT OF $330,000 AS AN APPROPRIATION FROM CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND AND AN APPROPRIATION FROM CAPITAL FUND BALANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE OVERLAY OF VARIOUS ROADS IN WARREN TOWNSHIP

Mayor Sordillo opened the Public Hearing on this ordinance.  Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Drive, asked about roads that were not repaired last year.  He asked that if these roads are done this year, would the cost be higher.  Mr. Krane informed him that costs are actually lower this year.  No one else wished to speak and the hearing was closed.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 10-10 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. DiNardo introduced Ordinance No. 10-11 by title for adoption and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE SUPPLEMENTING AND AMENDING CHAPTER II ENTITLED “ADMINISTRATION” (SECTION 2-6 ENTITLED “FEES FOR VARIOUS MATERIALS”) OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WARREN, ADOPTED DECEMBER 21, 1972, AS HERETOFORE SUPPLEMENTED AND AMENDED, IS HEREBY SUPPLEMENTED AND AMENDED
Mayor Sordillo opened the Public Hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to speak and the hearing was closed.

On motion of Mr. DiNardo, second of Mr. Plager, Ordinance No. 10-11 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. DiNardo, Resolution No. 2010-135, entitled “BUDGET EXAMINATION” was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
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Resolution No. 2010-135 is appended to the official minutes.

The public hearing on the 2010 budget was opened.  No one wished to speak and the hearing was closed.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. DiNardo, Resolution No. 2010-136, entitled “ADOPTION OF 2010 MUNICIPAL BUDGET” was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2010-136 is appended to the official minutes.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, the Special Session of May 17, 2010 and the Regular Session of May 27, 2010 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
The comments on agenda items portion was opened.  Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road referred to Ordinance No. 10-12 and requested that the Open Space Tax be reduced or eliminated.  Mr. Plager said that Warren needs to preserve land, which prevents excessive development of land.  Mrs. Garafola agreed, in part, with Mr. Lakatos and stated that this money could be used for other purposes.  No one else wished to speak and this portion was closed.
Mrs. Garafola introduced and read Resolution No. 2010-137 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Plager.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2010-137 is appended to the official minutes.

Mr. Plager introduced Ordinance No. 10-12 by title for first reading and read the following:
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING WARREN TOWNSHIPTOAPPROPRIATE $850,000 TO ACQUIRE, JOINTLY WITH THE COUNTY OF SOMERSET, APPROXIMATELY 55 ACRES OF LAND, KNOWN AS A PORTION OF LOTS 9.09 and 9.10 IN BLOCK 198 FROM WARREN HOV PARCEL 3, LLC FOR OPEN SPACE PURPOSES.
On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 10-12 was passed on first reading.

Resolutions No. 2010-138 through No. 2010-161 are appended to the official minutes.

The governing body agreed to renew Wagner Farm House leases at #195, 198 and 202 with 2% increases.
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Mr. Krane recommended participation in the County home and CDBG programs.

Mr. Plager stated that a traffic light at the intersection of King George and Mount Horeb Road be installed.  It is a very dangerous intersection with many accidents.  The governing body discussed and will request that the County investigate further.  Mr. Keller, Traffic Advisory Committee member, stated that a demand light might work.  The County plans to study this intersection in 2010.  A light is needed.
It is a matter of time that a fatal accident can occur.   Mr. Kruger, also a member of the Traffic Committee, stated that it is a visibility problem.
The Mayor stated that research shows that people will stop or slow down at a stop sign; however, statistics show that people go through amber lights.  Mr. DiNardo recommended that a letter be sent to the County to do a study.

Mr. Krane noted that the members of the Teamsters Union offered two furlough days.  The change will be incorporated in their contract.

Mayor Sordillo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.
Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, requested that trees are placed in the dividers on Mountain Boulevard.  Mr. DiNardo will address with the County.  He also stated that he does not agree with saving the barn at the Arboretum.
The Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting was closed.

Mr. DiNardo introduced and read resolution No. 2010-162, seconded by Mr. Plager and carried by unanimous voice vote.
WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act, P.L.1975 Chapter 231 permits the exclusion of the public from meeting in certain circumstances; and

WHEREAS, this public body is of the opinion that such circumstances presently exist; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body wishes to discuss:
