Reports of Employees/Health Officer Report 
Mr. Sumner reported that the annual report is complete and will be emailed out soon.

Mr. Plager asked if there was been any reports of dead crows in Warren.  He has seen two crows dead so far.  
Mr. Sumner stated that the office has only received one call to date.  
Mr. Sumner reported that the part-time services and inspector for Bound Brook has been working out.  There have been no issues. 
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Middle-Brook Regional Health Commission Report
Mrs. Cooper stated that she missed the last Middle-Brook meeting.

Mr. Sumner stated that there were no big issues discussed.    New legislation has been passed affecting Commissions across the State.  The State Comptroller did a review of the Authorities, Commissions, and Governmental Unit’s websites in the state.  Most of them were not posting information such as minutes, agendas, budgets, and contact information.  Our Commission passed on everything but the budget.  We do not currently post the budget on the site.  As a result of that, there was legislation passed called the “Transparency Bill” that will require all these entities to post certain information.  Originally audits needed to be performed as well, but that was later retracted after it was found that audits would then need to be paid for by the State due to ‘state mandate, state pay’ as they are not currently required by State Statute for Commissions.

Kevin Page, Page Engineering and Gail Kingman, Applicant, were present and sworn in.

Mr. Plager asked Mr. Page what the zoning is on the property.  Mr. Page testified that it is 1 ½ acres.  Mr. Plager wanted to know why he was appearing in front of the Board when the properties don’t meet the zoning criteria.  

Mr. Page testified that he disagrees; he has had conversations with the zoning officer.  Every lot on Mundy and Ridge except this lot is ½ acres.  It is called reverse spot zoning;  when one property is viewed totally different than everybody else.  That will be the case they will present at the Planning Board.
Mr. Plager expressed his concern about having substandard lots coming before the Board of Health even though it is in the check list.  Mr. Plager doesn’t disagree with Mr. Page’s thinking, but this Board is held to what the zoning board does.  

Mrs. Kingman testified that according to her Father in-law, Albert Kingman, the current owners of 11 Mundy Lane, the size of the current property had to do with a quarry that no longer exists.  

Mrs. Kingman testified that her in-laws own the property on Mundy Lane.  They have lived there for about 30 years.  Her husband grew up there.  She currently lives on Hillcrest Blvd where she grew up and where currently Sleepy Hollow is designed to be.  She would like to stay Warren residents.    
Mr. Plager stated he does not disagree with the applicant, it is just that the way the law is written now, the property is substandard.  The question he is asking, is why not propose to have the Board of Health send a letter to the Planning Board allowing the applicant to proceed, then return to the Board of Health only after the applicant successfully receives approval from the Planning Board for the subdivision variance.

Mr. Sumner asked about the septic system on the property.  Mr. Page testified that there is only one septic system on the property and the tank has been pump out about two years ago.  The only thing ever done with the system was the replacement of the steel 500 gallon tank to a concrete 1000 gallon tank.  Mr. Plager would like to see both houses connected to sewer. 
Mr. Page testified that his applicant is tentatively scheduled for the August 8, 2011 Planning Board hearing.  

Motion was made by Mr. Plager second by Mrs. Cooper to adjourn this application and have a letter be sent to the Planning Board allowing the applicant to proceed then return to the Board of Health only when they receive an approval from the Planning Board .

Applicant is seeking approval from the Board of Health to proceed to the Board of Adjustment for a use variance.  Applicant is not seeking a site plan approval at this time and is aware that if and when they receive Board of Adjustment Use Approval they will have to return to the Board of Health for Site Plan.  
Mr. Murray testified that the applicant is Shelter Group, and the facility will be run under the name “Bright View”.  

Mr. Murray testified that a use variance is required for the floor to area ratio associated with this application.  To be conservative, the applicant has elected to proceed to the Board of Adjustment for a use variance approval first.  If that is granted, they will proceed with a site plan application.  As a matter of protocol, they have already received sewer approval and now are in front of the Board of Health to advise what the proposed develop is, seek feedback and answer questions.  If the Board of Health agrees they will move forward to the zoning Board for use variance only, not formal site plan.
Mrs. Cooper stated that the entrances and exit are onto Mount Bethel Road only; doesn’t this property back up to commercial properties that are off of Mountain Blvd?  Mr. Murray testified that to the south of the property, there is access to Town Blvd on the south western part of the property, however currently they are not proposing access to Town Center.  We are limiting our improvements to Mount Bethel Road only at this time.
Mr. Plager expressed concern over individuals being able to make left turns onto Mount Bethel Road.  He stated that the new building across the street was originally supposed to be a senior center.  The reason the senior center was never was built was because of the concern over making turns onto Mount Bethel.  There are more accidents at that interaction even with the signage.
Mr. Murray testified all those issues will be addressed during site plan in a design.  He has preliminarily met with the County for concept purposes and a suggestion was to align the driveways to the building across the street.  In addition, there will be an extension of the striping up to the driveway location. to allow for left turns into the property.  Left turns exiting the property maybe restricted.  He knows it is a problem and has spoken to the applicant about it.  
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Case #2 – 13 July 2011 Continued
Mrs. Cooper asked about the demographic of who will be living at this facility.  Mr. Murray testified this site will be designed for assisted living and not a nursing home.  The facility will provide social and recreational services and medical care commonly found at assisted living facilities. The facility will be a combination of independent living and assisted living in terms of average medical needs and an age restrictive living population.  Mr. Murray testified that in the main building, all food will be cooked in a cafeteria hall for those residents.  Separate cottages on the grounds will have kitchens for the residents.  Those cottages are designed as apartments for independent living. 
Mr. Murray testified that the plan has been modified since it was originally submitted to the Board of Health.    The applicant has meet with Sydenham Road residents and asked for their feed back on the plans.   The entire development has been shifted to the south to maintain vegetation and a 150 buffer between the development and the current houses.  The cottages are now located in the south east corner not spread throughout the property as originally designed.
Mr. Murray testified that the main building will be 2 ½ stories high.  The architect has carefully designed the building to minimize the impact.  They did not want to have to seek a height variance.  
Mr. Murray testified that a doctor has an office on site and will be present three days per week in the main building.  There is also 24/7 nursing staff on site.  They will be licensed through the DCA.  
Mrs. Cooper asked if this facility will have a contractual agreement with an ambulatory service for taking residents back and forth for hospital visits.  Mr. Murray testified that it was discussed, but it is not anticipated it will be necessary.  The facility will have a call system and a pendent system for all the residents.  If there is an issue, the nursing staff will be notified first, and then a determination will be made if 911 is needed. 
Mrs. Cooper stated that from her experience on the rescue squad going in and out of these assisted living facilities, she believes that the increase in out of town visitors, who do not understand local traffic patterns, will result in making a left onto Mount Bethel Road being very hazardous.  

Mr. Plager stated that the intersection of Mountain Blvd and Mount Bethel is currently very dangerous evidenced by the amount of accidents that occur there.  
Mr. Sumner asked if they would need State Health Department licensing.  Mr. Murray testified he didn’t know.
Mr. Riley remembers going to a Town meeting where this property was supposed to be part of the master plan.  Mr. Plager stated that he tried to make this area a town park for seniors, but the Township didn’t act fast enough to buy it.
Mr. Riley expressed concern over drainage issues and parking on the site.  Mr. Murray testified that would be addressed in the site plan.

Mr. Murray asked the Board what the next procedure would be. Counsel for the Board stated that a formal application for a site plan needs to be submitted before the Board of Health before the details can be discussed.  Mr. Plager stated that the reason for tonight was for the Board to understand what is being proposed.  Mr. Murray was very clear on the changes and positioning of things.  It also gave Mr. Murray a chance to ask Board of Health questions before the site plan is filed. 

Mr. Sumner stated that if the Board of Health is amenable a letter can be sent to the Board of Adjustment advising them that the applicant can proceed for a use variance.  The applicant would then return back to the Board of Health if a use variance is approved for a formal site plan application.   All the questions being discussed tonight will need to be addressed at the site plan application hearing.

Motion was made by Mr. Plager seconded by Mrs. Cooper to authorize the Health Officer to send a letter to the Board of Adjustment with regard to allowing the applicant to move forward for a use variance and return to the Board of Health once the use variance is approved.

Mr. Riley expressed interest in a seminar entitled “Sewers, No Development”.  He wanted to know what was being discussed in the seminar.  Counsel for the Board stated that hearings have been held county by county on the NJDEP’s proposed sewer service area maps.  The sewers are tied into the state planning process, and they are changing the sewer service areas and are holding hearings on them.  Mr. Riley asked if the new proposed sewer changes would impact the Board’s decisions on private septic systems.  Counsel stated that the waste water management plans and new septic regulations would impact the Board, but not the sewer planning.  Mr. Sumner stated that they are interconnected, but the only time it would have an influence in town would be in a new development that exceeded the 2000 gal per day discharge. Counsel for the Board commented to Mr. Riley that it can’t hurt to go to this seminar.
