MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

JULY 15, 2010
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, July 15, 2010 at 7:02 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor Sordillo read the following notice:

“In compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of New Jersey, adequate notice of this meeting was provided on January 8, 2010 by sending written notices to the Echoes Sentinel and Courier News, posting on the Bulletin Board in the Municipal Building and filing with the Township Clerk”.

“This meeting is to be taped for broadcast on the Access Channel and everyone is required to comply with the policies and procedures governing access programming for the Access Channel.  No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from any rebroadcast of the meeting.”

Mayor Sordillo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Certificates of Recognition were presented to the Rescue Squad for the 70th Anniversary, Scott Hampton for achieving Eagle Scout and Max Michellar for a Safety Award.

July 15, 2010

Mr. Plager introduced Ordinance No. 10-12 by title for adoption and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING WARREN TOWNSHIP
TO ACQUIRE, JOINTLY WITH THE COUNTY OF SOMERSET, 

APPROXIMATELY 55 ACRES OF LAND, KNOWN AS A 

PORTION OF LOTS 9.09 and 9.10 IN BLOCK 198 FROM
WARREN HOV PARCEL 3, LLC FOR OPEN SPACE PURPOSES.
Mayor Sordillo opened the Public Hearing on this ordinance.  Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Drive, commented that this purchase is only for the benefit of residents in that area.  He also said that Watchung suspended their open space tax.  The Mayor stated that the purchase was an excellent decision.  Mrs. Smith, Sawmill Road, commented that this property protects the basin, as it borders the Passaic River.  Mr. Raby, Mount Horeb Road, asked if someone could build on this land since it is primarily wetlands.  The Mayor told him that an LOI was approved.  No one else wished to speak and the hearing was closed.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 10-12 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

The Township Committee commended DPW for all their hard work.
On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, the Regular and Executive Session minutes of June 17, 2010 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
Mrs. Garafola introduced and read Resolution No. 2010-163 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Plager.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2010-163 is appended to the official minutes.

Mr. Plager introduced Ordinance No. 10-13 by title for first reading and read the following:
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE AMOUNT OF $21,500 AS AN APPROPRIATION FROM THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND TO PROVIDE FOR THE PURCHASE OF NINE (9) DEFIBRILLATOR UNITS AND FOUR (4) DATALUX MVT COMPUTERS

July 15, 2010

Mr. DiNardo introduced Ordinance No. 10-14 by title for first reading and read the following:

Resolutions No. 2010-164 through No. 2010-184 are appended to the official minutes.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mrs. Garafola, Resolution No. 
2010-185, entitled “EXTEND THIRD QUARTER TAXES GRACE PERIOD TO AUGUST 31, 2010” was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2010-185 is appended to the official minutes.

Mr. Krane spoke of refinancing Township bonds.  The governing body agreed, as this would be a good financial decision and a cost savings to the Township.  On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. Plager, the Township will proceed with refinancing and submit an application to the State Finance Board.  The roll call vote was unanimous.  A resolution memorializing this formal action will be prepared, as well as the bond ordinance.

The governing body agreed to sell the old A2 fire apparatus.  Mr. Raby, member of Mount Horeb Fire Co. requested that the proceeds benefit the Fire Company.

Mr. Buro, DPW Superintendent, spoke of the cost options regarding the Wagner Farm barn.  The cost to repair would be $377,000.   The cost to replace would be $94,000.  This will be further discussed when the Township receives more information from the Insurance Company.

There was a discussion regarding the intersection of Crown Drive and King George Road.   A light could be triggered for a car to make a left turn onto King George Road.  The general consensus was affirmative.

The Mayor disagreed.  The County will be notified to proceed with a plan for the light.

The governing body discussed NJDOT Highway Trust application options given by Mr. Krane.  The decision was to apply for overlay on Old Stirling Road from Mountain Boulevard to Reinman Road.

June 17, 2010

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. Plager, Cherie Krebs was appointed to the Recreation Commission as an alternate #1, term to expire on 12/31/14.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mayor Sordillo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.
Mrs. Smith, member of the Arboretum Foundation, asked if the Township could keep the older portion of the barn.  The governing body informed her that a decision would be made at a later date.

Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, stated that he agrees with the Mayor regarding a lite a Crown Drive.
The Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting was closed.

Mr. DiNardo introduced and read resolution No. 2010-186, seconded by Mr. Plager and carried by unanimous voice vote.
WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act, P.L.1975 Chapter 231 permits the exclusion of the public from meeting in certain circumstances; and

WHEREAS, this public body is of the opinion that such circumstances presently exist; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body wishes to discuss:

WHEREAS, when and if the matters discussed become public record, this will be made known to the public at that time;

Meeting;

FURTHER RESOLVED, that formal action may be taken upon reconvening to Public Session.

The meeting convened in Executive Session at 8:37 p.m.

The meeting reconvened to Public Session at 9:01 p.m.
