Discussion:

The Commissioners discussed the 2011 Sustainable Land Use Planning Grant Project Agreement with Kerry Miller from ANJEC. Warren Township is working on the Environmental Resource Inventory Project and will receive a grant amount of $1,750 from ANJEC. The rest of the cost will be covered by Warren Township. The purpose of the project is that the WEC will work with DPK Consulting to produce a new/updated Environmental Resource Inventory (ERI) for Warren Township. This will include maps, narrative, figures and tables. The project agreement is attached to these minutes and lists a description of the project as well as the tasks and timetables. The WEC will keep the Planning Board apprised of progress at all times, as well as ANJEC. They will inform ANJEC in advance of public meetings so that they can attend, if possible.

The WEC and guests reviewed ERIs from other townships. Phil Lobo, who is spearheading the project for the WEC, has split the project into different groupings and asked WEC members to draft sections. He has worked with Chris Kastrud. The sections were assigned as follow: Phil Lobo, Land Use, Soils; Harold Black, Vegetation; Jack Henschel, Contaminated Sites; Laura Mandell, Climate/Air; Allison Winter, Geology, Geography/Topography; Isabelle Jeng, Wildlife; Ginny Pasternak, Hydrology, Unassigned: Noise. 

They will work on some of these subjects during the October 5, 2011 meeting. The people mentioned above will also work on them prior to the meeting and keep a record of their time. Allison Winter will meet with Chris Kastrud and others about the topics during the week of September 20, 2011. 

Jack Henschel noted that the WEC budget was given to him to review and he may ask for a slight increase to purchase resource materials for the project.
