EXPLANATION:  This Ordinance vacates all of Warren Township’s right, title and interest in a portion of the Overlook Drive cul-de-sac, due to the extension of Overlook Drive, and as a result of the vacation, title to the vacated portion shall revert to the owners of the adjacent property identified as Lot 29 in Block 85 on the Tax Map of the Township of Warren, and the vacated portion shall merge and consolidate with the adjacent property.

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EXPLANATION:  This Ordinance vacates all of Warren Township’s right, title and interest in a portion of the Summerhill Drive cul-de-sac, due to the extension of Summerhill Drive, and as a result of the vacation, title to the vacated portion shall revert to the owners of the adjacent property identified as Lot 33.01 in Block 85 on the Tax Map of the Township of Warren, and the vacated portion shall merge and consolidate with the adjacent property.

EXPLANATION: This Ordinance adopts provisions consistent with the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection’s requirements regarding Threatened and Endangered Species protection. It implements requirements for a Threatened and Endangered Species Analysis for new development in environmentally sensitive zones.
