JANUARY 5, 2009
REORGANIZATION MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in the Reorganization Meeting on Monday, January 5, 2009 at 8:03 a.m. in the Municipal Complex, Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Township Clerk Patricia DiRocco read the following notices:

No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from nay rebroadcast of the meeting”.

Township Clerk Patricia DiRocco led all in the pledge of allegiance.
Ms. DiRocco asked for a nomination for Mayor of the Township of Warren and Chairperson of the Township Committee.  Mr. DiNardo nominated Mrs. Garafola.  Mr. Plager seconded the nomination.  The voice vote was unanimous.
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Ms. DiRocco asked for a nomination for Deputy Mayor of the Township of Warren and Vice Chairperson of the Township Committee.  Mrs. Garafola nominated Mr. Sordillo.  Mr. DiNardo seconded the nomination. The voice vote was unanimous.

Ms. DiRocco relinquished the chair to Mayor Garafola.

Mayor Garafola recognized Senator Kean, Assemblyman Bramnick,

Former Governor DiFrancesco and Roberta Monahan.  She also recognized Dennis Kelly of the Echoes Sentinel and commended him for his recent press award.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo Resolution No. 2009-30 “Approving Fireworks Display at Stonehouse at Stirling Ridge” was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. DiNardo introduced Ordinance 09-01 by title for first reading and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WARREN, TO DELETE CHAPTER XIV ENTITLED “SWIMMING POOLS.”
On motion of Mr. DiNardo, second of Mr. Plager, Ordinance No. 09-01 was passed on first reading.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. Salvato introduced Ordinance 09-02 by title for first reading and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WARREN, TO AMEND 
AND UPDATE ALL REFERENCES TO THE NEW JERSEY BUILDING CODE.
On motion of Mr. Salvato, second of Mr. Sordillo, Ordinance No. 09-02 was passed on first reading.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mayor Garafola opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.  

Former Governor DiFrancesco commended the governing body, their willingness to serve the public and praised the Township.

The Mayor closed the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.

Reverend Kang, Mount Horeb United Methodist Church gave the benediction.
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On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, and unanimous voice vote, the meeting adjourned at 8:45 a.m.
