Mr. Gallic stated that COAH rules were announced and they are twice as bad as anticipated.  Instead of 25 jobs created per 1 per obligation, it is now changed to 16.  The number of jobs has been increased in almost all categories, which makes it a massive increase in our COAH requirements, almost doubling the requirement.

Mr. Chadwick stated the formula was to subtract the 2002 estimate from the 2004 estimate and multiply it by 7.  Lengthy discussion took place as to impact and possible solutions.  Mr. Chadwick is meeting with Mr. Belardo to discuss further.
