NOVEMBER 6, 2008
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, November  6, 2008 at 7:04 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Michael Armstrong, Executive Director of Community Hope gave an overview of the organization.  The organization is hoping to receive donated land from the Township to build housing for veterans.  This four bedroom supportive living housing is for individuals recovering from mental illnesses and substance abuse.  The individuals that would qualify for this housing must have successfully completed a two year program at Lyons Hospital.  The Township could receive eight COAH credits.  This type of housing has been successful in other communities.  The governing body will further consider.

The governing body discussed a request by Metro PCS to co-locate on the 198 Mountain Avenue cell tower.  They will review test results regarding health issues and further consider.
On motion of Mr. Sordillo, second of Mrs. Garafola, Robert Lachenauer was appointed to the Recreation Commission as an Alternate #2 for a term to expire on 12/31/08.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

The governing body agreed to an agreement for re-imbursement of services, associated with snow removal and street lighting, with the Vicendese Family Limited Condominium Association.
Mr. Krane informed the governing body that the ordinance regarding swimming pool regulations is not consistent with other zoning ordinances.  The issue is the setback requirement.  This will be further researched and discussed at the next meeting.
On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. Plager, the fireworks display at Stonehouse at Stirling Ridge, scheduled for November 8th, is approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
Mayor DiNardo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.  

Mr. Hooker, 196 Mount Horeb Road, asked for assistance relative to an issue with his property.  The developer/homeowner of property at 198 Mount Horeb Road has damaged Mr. Hooker’s property during construction and removed many trees.  The governing body directed Mr. Krane to handle the issue.
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The Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting was closed.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. Plager, and unanimous voice vote, the meeting adjourned at 8:04 p.m.
