Fingerprinting questions - Met with Det. With fingerprinting it is the only way to verify the identity of the person and background checks do not have access to NJ Misdemeanors.

Thank you everyone for attending and contributing to the sports forum. It’s always an eye opener. Once again the Township and Recreation Commission appreciates everything you do and the time you put in as a volunteer.
 

Sports represented were: lacrosse, baseball, soccer, wrestling, football, basketball.

I would like to address the key points so we are all on the same page. 
· Opportunities of organizations joint sharing AED’s and costs
· Check school and individual PTO websites for other school activities which may affect your sport cancellations.
· The Recreation Director will look into talking to both grade school and high school about shared services concerning use & maintaining of turf fields and schools. Also address revisiting the fairness of the school fee to monitor fields (1 time use vs. multiple days a week).
Sports Issues: 
1.  Upper Duderstadt renovation (teams willing to take two seasons off if repaired, willing to contribute to cost of repairs)

2. Holes in Duderstadt parking lot ( completed 10/22/08-this is done 3-4 times a year)

3. Lack of parking at Duderstadt and Municipal fields

4. Organizations would like the township to revisit the regulations needed to be a volunteer coach. #1 costly #2 time consuming. Willing to pay extra to include out of town coaches. Need a plan to streamline time and cost. The question came up since the town is requiring this why not have the township pay for it. Eleanor has some ideas and will report back on these issues ASAP.

5. Three organizations, wrestling, football and lacrosse are required, by their membership in the organizations they belong, to pay them for background checks every two years. Question: is there anyway the township can accept this as acceptable for background checks so coaches don’t have to pay twice? Eleanor will meet with Det. Hurley about this.
Reminders:

· No parent should be helping on the field/court unless they have at the minimum Rutgers Coaches Safety Certification. This is protecting the parent as well as the children.
· The Recreation Director must receive your approved coaches list before any coach is issued an ID card. To get an ID card coaches must meet the requirements. (see packet)
· If an accident occurs you must fill out an accident form and send it to the Recreation Dept. the next day.(use your own or the one supplies to you in the packet)
· Permits must be in no earlier then 60 days before the season. If you need a meeting to work out your schedule call the Recreation office. Need separate permits for season, tournaments and clinics.
New: With your proof of insurance, coaches and team rosters and practice & game schedules include a proof of updated 501C (3) non-profit status.
· Field/gym space is determined by seasonality, percentage of Warren residents and size of club
· Must have 66% Warren Residents or pay $50/3hr per field fee for municipal fields
· Hot line numbers for field closings (see packet)
