NOVEMBER 18, 2010
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, November 18, 2010 at 7:33 a.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

November 18, 2010

Mrs. Garafola introduced Ordinance No. 2010-253, entitled “AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A LETTER AGREEMENT WITH THE PORT AUTHORITY OF NW YOURK AND NEW JESEY FOR THE TRANSFER OF PIECES OF STEEL FROM THE WORLD TRADE CENTER”, seconded by Mr. Plager and carried by unanimous roll call vote.

Resolution No. 2010-253 is appended to the official minutes.
Mr. Lehrer spoke of the placing of fiber optic telecommunications service at Citigroup by Level 3 Communications Company.  A BPU order has not yet been obtained.  An ordinance would have to be passed and the Township would be reimbursed for legal expenses.

Mr. Krane noted that the fingerprinting policy for volunteer sport coaches needs updating.  Mr. Lehrer will work on the language.
Mr. Krane stated that the County list of capital projects has been submitted.  The projects are good and keep the infrastructure up to date.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. Plager, George Vetter was appointed to the Sewerage Authority as an Alternate No. 1 member, term to expire 1/31/12.

Mayor Sordillo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.
Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, complained about the new traffic light at the intersection of Crown Drive and King George Road.  Mrs. Garafola stated that the placing of this light was due to a near fatal accident and has taken three years to accomplish.  A left turn from Crown Drive is almost impossible, as there is no line of sight.
Mr. Lakatos questioned Mr. Salvato’s absences.  He said that he is still getting paid and suggested that the governing body ask Mr. Salvato to resign.  Mrs. Garafola stated that Mr. Salvato is a valuable member and the governing body would never ask him to resign.  Mayor Sordillo agreed and said that he has been contributing all along and there is no problem.  Mr. Lakatos pressed the issue, speaking about Mr. Salvato’s health.  Mrs. Garafola asked Mr. Lakatos to cease talking about this, as it is uncomfortable for everyone.

No one else wished to speak and this portion was closed.

November 18, 2010

Mrs. Garafola introduced and read resolution No. 2010-254, seconded by Mr. Plager and carried by unanimous voice vote.
