Proposed:  Applicants propose to subdivide block 85, lot 13.03 (existing 11.345 acre) and adjust lot 13.03 to 7.05 ac and add to Block 85, lot 13.05 (from existing 5.089 acre, to 9.38 acres after subdivision).
Kenneth Meyers introduced himself as the applicant’s lawyer, (for) Andrew & David Reale at 9 Summerhill and 17 Overlook Rd., Warren, NJ.  Exhibit A-1 was introduced as the subdivision survey for the properties.  He explained the lot line change.  Mr. Villani read John Chadwick’s report with the acreage and no variance needed information included.  Mr. Kastrud discussed that the new lots shall have surveys and that we assume the subdivision will be perfected by the filing of subdivision deeds.  That being the case, metes and bounds descriptions of each of the new lots shall be submitted to Warren Township Engineering office for review.  It was recommended that conservation easement metes and bounds descriptions be written and submitted for review for the two new lots.  It was also noted that a detention basin easement was originally referencing lot 13.04.  This easement shall be amended to reference Lot 13.03.  It was discussed that the minor subdivision made sense to eliminate a lot and that the areas were already developed.

Mr. DiNardo asked if this subdivision/lot line change affects any detention basin ownership.  It does not.  Mr. William Hollows of Murphy and Hollows was sworn in as the Engineer for the applicant.  Mr. Hollows described the easement.  Mr. Lindner asked if the property could be developed.  There is not enough land to develop and no interest from the owners.  Mr. Siegel inquired as to the shape of the lots and to the benefit of this subdivision to the regularization of the lots.  It was shown that there is benefit to the community in bringing more regular shape to the lots. Mr. Siegel noted that the conditions of Mr. Kastrud’s memo concerning deeds, easements and surveys should be met as conditions of this subdivision. Mr. Meyers gave a summary of the subdivision.

By motion of Mr. Gallic, and second of Mrs. Smith a roll call vote was taken.
