MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

  DECEMBER 8, 2011
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, December 8, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor DiNardo read the following notice:

No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from any rebroadcast of the meeting.”

Mr. Sordillo introduced and read resolution No. 2011-269, seconded by Mrs. Garafola and carried by unanimous voice vote.

The meeting convened in Executive Session at 6:01 p.m.

The meeting reconvened to Public Session at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor DiNardo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
A Certificate of Recognition and a Plaque honoring Malcolm Plager was presented to him.  The governing body recognized his many outstanding years of service to the Township.  Mr. Plager thanked all.
On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. Sordillo, Resolution No. 2011-236 entitled “APPOINTING DAVID ZAVISTOSKI TO THE WARREN TOWNSHIP POLICE DEPARTMENT” was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

The Oath of Allegiance was administered by Ms. DiRocco to Captain Glen, Lieutenant Hentschel, Sergeant Cohen and Officer Zavistoski.


Mayor DiNardo opened the Comments on Agenda Items portion of the meeting.  Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Drive questioned Resolution No. 2011-255 and asked about funds of $450,000 for purchase of the Williams 
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property.  Mr. Krane explained that this was a joint purchase.  There was a 3+ million dollar Green Acres grant and the Township’s share was $145,000.  This portion of the meeting was closed, as no one else wished to speak.
Mr. Plager made a motion to introduce Ordinance No. 11-19 by title for adoption and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF TOWNSHIP OWNED REAL PROPERTY REMNANT LOTS NO LONGER NEEDED FOR PUBLIC USE BY PRIVATE SALE TO CONTIGUOUS PROPERTY OWNERS
Mayor DiNardo opened the public hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to speak and the public hearing was closed.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mrs. Garafola, Ordinance No.11-19 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mrs. Garafola, the Regular and Executive sessions of October 27, 2011 and November 10, 2011 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Garafola introduced and read Resolution No. 2011-234 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Plager.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. Lehrer spoke of a zoning change request to allow multi family, townhouses and assisted living.  The request should be forwarded to the Planning Board.

Mr. Krane gave an update on the storm debris clean up.  It is approximately 38% completed.  President Obama declared Somerset County a disaster area.  FEMA funds will be available.  Mr. Sordillo suggested that an information session be scheduled for homeowners regarding insurance issues.
Certificates of Congratulations were presented to Emily Wilson and Austin Percario for their award winning performance on the show XFactor.

Mr. Krane spoke about the 2012 insurance renewal.  Every three years the Township accepts quotes from Insurance Companies.  Mr. Sordillo has reviewed the quotes and is in agreement.  There will be a slight increase.

Mayor DiNardo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.
Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, referred to the Mountain Avenue Bridge and stated that it was a job well done.
Mr. Merklinger, Mountain View Road, asked if his hunting proposal was reviewed by the governing body.  The Mayor said that he has not had a chance to review.  He will review the proposal soon.

No one else wished to speak and this portion was closed.
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On motion of Mr. Sordillo, second of Mrs. Garafola, and unanimous voice vote, the meeting adjourned at 8:08 p.m.
