Mr. Warner noted that the Board has the absolute discretion to grant or not grant special meetings.

Mrs. Monahan asked if CHELSEA will bring out a large number of residents. She was told that it probably would not. This involves housing for developmentally disabled adults. 
Discussion followed. The request was denied.

Mr. Betz made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Oliva.
