On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mrs. Garafola, the Work and Executive meeting minutes of February 28, 2008 and the Regular Session of March 6, 2008 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. Plager, Resolution No. 2008-84, entitled “PERSON TO PERSON TRANSFER OF PLENARY RETAIL CONSUMPTION LIQUOR LICENSE FROM SOMERSET HILLS ASSOCIATES, LP TO NEW GENERATION MANAGEMENT, LLC”,  was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2008-84 is appended to the official minutes.

Mayor DiNardo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.

Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, asked about General Appropriations and the funds raised through taxes portion of the budget.  He questioned the difference.  Mr. Krane explained that the difference in the amount is accomplished through the collection of revenues.
