MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

APRIL 17, 2008
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, April 17, 2008 at 7:03 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room in the Municipal Complex, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor DiNardo read the following notice:

“In compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of New Jersey, adequate notice of this meeting was provided on January 8, 2008 
and by sending written notices to the Echoes Sentinel and Courier News, posting on the Bulletin Board in the Municipal Building and filing with the Township Clerk”.

“This meeting is to be taped for broadcast on the Access Channel and everyone is required to comply with the policies and procedures governing access programming for the Access Channel.  No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from any rebroadcast of the meeting.”

Mayor DiNardo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Ms. DiRocco administered the Oath of Allegiance to Police Officer Joseph Grasso.
Mr. Plager made a motion to offer Ordinance No. 08-07 by title for second reading and read the following:
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AN ORDINANCE RELEASING, EXTINGUISHING AND VACATING THE 
RIGHTS OF THE PUBLIC IN FREDERICK ROAD, AND REVERTING 
TITLE TO CONSOLIDATING THE VACATED AREA WITH ADJACENT 
PROPERTIES IDENTIFIED AS LOTS 13.01 AND 13.02 IN BLOCK 80 ON 
THE WARREN TOWNSHIP TAX MAP

Ms. DiRocco stated that this ordinance was referred to the Planning Board.  At the Planning Board meeting of April 14, 2008, the Board determined that this ordinance is not inconsistent with any provisions of the Master Plan.

Mayor DiNardo opened the public hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to speak and the public hearing was closed.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. Salvato, Ordinance No.  08-07 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
On motion of Mr. Salvato, second of Mr. Plager, the Regular session minutes of March 20, 2008 and the Special Session minutes of April 2, 2008 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mayor DiNardo opened the Comments on Agenda Items portion of the meeting.  No one wished to be heard.
Mr. Plager introduced and read Resolution No. 2008-85 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Salvato.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2008-85 is appended to the official minutes.
Mr. Plager made a motion to introduce Ordinance No. 08-09 by title for first reading and read the following:

BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING AN APPROPRIATION OF $520,000 FOR 
THE ACQUISITION OF VARIOUS EQUIPMENT FOR AND BY THE 
TOWNSHIP OF WARREN IN THE COUNTY OF SOMERSET, NEW JERSEY AND, AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $490,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE TOWNSHIP FOR FINANCING PART OF THE APPROPRIATION
Ms. DiRocco stated that the Supplemental Debt Statement was received this date and filed in the Township Clerk’s office.  The 
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Statement will be forwarded to the Director of the Division of Local Government Services for endorsement.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. Salvato, Ordinance No. 08-09
was passed on first reading.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. Salvato made a motion to introduce Ordinance No. 08-10 by title for first reading and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE AMOUNT OF $60,000 AS AN APPROPRIATION FROM CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND TO PROVIDE FOR THE PURCHASE OF AN 11 FOOT RIDING MOWER  FOR THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT 

On motion of Mr. Salvato, second of Mr. Plager, Ordinance No. 08-10 was passed on first reading.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. Plager made a motion to introduce Ordinance No. 08-11 by title for first reading and read the following:

Mr. Plager stated that input was provided to Mr. Krane regarding the Senior Housing survey to be forwarded to the community.  There is a County grant in the amount of $50,000 that will be utilized for a study.
Mr. Krane informed the governing body that the YMCA program at the Morris Union Jointure Commission school has been worked out regarding fees and schedules.  The point of contact will be the Recreation Director.

Mr. Krane spoke of the Mountain Boulevard Improvements.  The design includes a center island, which will be maintained by the Township.  The center island will have trees and pavers.  The project will commence in the fall.  

The governing body agreed to the form and terms for the Wagner Farm house leases.

Mayor DiNardo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.

Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, asked about public input when an ordinance is introduced.  Ms. DiRocco explained that pursuant to statute, the public input is allowed at the public hearing, which is immediately before the governing body votes to adopt the ordinance.
He also commented about a previous discussion relative to the water use at the Morris Union Jointure Commission school due to the YMCA program planned.  The governing body informed him that this will be monitored for one year.  If the use is excessive, the extra charge will be retroactive.

The Privilege of the Floor portion was closed, as no one else wished to speak.
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On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. Salvato, and unanimous voice vote, the meeting adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
