MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

JUNE 21, 2007
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, June 21, 2007 at 7:30 a.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room in the Municipal Complex, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor Sordillo read the following notice:

Mayor Sordillo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mr. Plager introduced Ordinance No. 07-25 by title for second reading and read the following:

Mayor Sordillo opened the Comments on Agenda Items portion of the meeting.  No one wished to be heard and this portion was closed.

Mrs. Garafola introduced and read Resolution No. 2007-139 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. DiNardo.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2007-139 is appended to the official minutes.

On the agenda, the following ordinances, relative to amendments to the Master Plan, were listed for introduction.  A discussion ensued among the governing body regarding these ordinances.  Mr. Salvato voiced objection to cluster zoning.  The general consensus of the governing body initially was to introduce these ordinances to start the process and revise, if necessary, before adoption.  Mrs. Garafola stated that the ordinances should be introduced right the first time.  Mr. Plager agreed that some of these ordinances will need adjustment.  The governing body requested that Mr. Chadwick, Township Planner, be present at the next meeting to explain in detail all these ordinances.

Resolutions No. 2007-140 through No. 2007-155 are appended to the official minutes.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mrs. Garafola, Resolution No. 2007-156, entitled “REMAND TO ZONING BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT OF THE MATTER OF LIN CELLULAR COMMUNICATIONS, LLC, CASE NO., BA 05-01, was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2007-156 is appended to the official minutes.
Mr. Krane spoke of needed repairs to the Township owned house on 206 Mountain Avenue.  Mrs. Garafola requested an engineering study.

Mr. Buro will interface with the Construction Department to determine the condition of the house.

Mr. Krane noted that Verizon has conceded relative to large boxes on poles in the Township.  This will be accomplished through an agreement.  The ordinance will be introduced at the next meeting.

Mr. Krane stated that the Hill Hollow sewer project will finally commence, as there is NJDEP approval.

Mrs. Garafola stated that many residents want a bike trail in the Township.  The governing body supported the concept.
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Mr. Krane noted that DPW is working with Cablevision in an attempt to repair the trench on King George Road. 

The governing body agreed to a request by Mr. Heiss, Construction Official, for an increase in fees.  An ordinance will be prepared.

Mr. Krane referred to the bus that was received from the County OEM. Another bus was received from the Board of Education last year and is no longer needed.  Mayor Sordillo suggested donating the bus to the Red Cross.  A resolution will be prepared.
Mr. Krane stated that Lieutenant Ceccato attended a mitigation planning meeting and has recommended that the Township get involved by appointing a sub-committee.  The governing body agreed.

The governing body discussed the NJDEP requirement of a flood damage prevention ordinance and also an ordinance recommended by 

the Fire Chief relative to recouping costs on hazardous spills on roads.  These ordinances will be prepared.
Mayor Sordillo left the meeting at 8:35 a.m.

Fire Chief Tim McGowan requested the replacement of a fire pumper truck which is 20 years old.  A replacement would be more cost effective.  The old truck would be auctioned.  The governing body agreed.

Deputy Mayor DiNardo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.

Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, expressed thanks for the efforts in attempting the road trench repair on King George Road.  He also stated opposition to the new turf field for soccer and lacrosse because of the cost.

The Privilege of the Floor portion was closed, as no one else wished to speak.

On motion of Mrs. Garafola, second of Mr. Plager, and unanimous voice vote, the meeting adjourned at 8:45 a.m.
