Mary Ellen Florey motioned to approve the meeting minutes from June 1, 2011 and Irene Ferguson-DiPietro 2nd, with all others in favor.
CHAIRPERSON’S COMMENT
David Cole, was sworn in as a new member to the Recreation Commission.
New conditions for bow hunting at Glenhurst will take place for September.  A hunting resolution will follow from the TC.  New signage will be posted with specific details regarding hunting times. 
Jim Zilinski submitted resignation.
Dave Cole will replace Jim Zilinski as sports liaison chairperson.

The Recreation table at the Expo was successful, the location was ideal.

Wagner Farm Barn – At the May 19 TC meeting, discussion took place regarding the barn replacement/renovations.  Eleanor attended meeting. The Barn will be replaced with a pole barn.  There will be another meeting to discuss usage.

2009 Trails Grant – The gazebo was ordered. There is money left over from the 2008 grant which needs to be used by August. Eagle scouts from Greenbrook can build kiosks. Eagle scouts from Warren have not responded.  Mark Krane has been checking with the Warren Eagle Scout’s, and is waiting on a response. 
Sports Organizations field usage & participation – Victor Sordillo suggested hiring a consultant for determination of use.
Rutgers Safety Clinics Certification & Conference – Karen Manner will no longer be teaching course.  Eleanor will email sports groups to see if anyone is interested in teaching course.
Crosswalk by townhall complex completed.

Showcase and Warren Connection ads – Recreation Commission would like to have ads similar to the format of the library.  The library does not pay for their ads.  Eleanora will look into. Deadline for next print is 7/26/11.
Recreation received a $500 donation from Mansueto’s Seafood Market, Warren to be used towards cultural affairs.
Commission members agreed that there should be more chairs available for “Music Under the Stars” and directed Eleanor to purchase additional seating.

Recommendation for the following upgrades at Glenhurst Meadows Nature Trail System.  These upgrades will be funded by a NJ State DEP Grant with the installation work being perfomed by DPW plus volunteer work performed by Steven Scibetta of Troop 228 and a Boyscout troop / or contractor to be determined later.  This work is scheduled to be complete prior to the end of 2011. The upgrades are the following:  
· Five (5) 54h"x 42w" digital fiberglass-embossed panels (Map, History, Habitat 1, Habitat 2, & Safety)      Cost: $2,120.00 (plus shipping $98.00)  Funded with grant.  Order pending approvals. 

· One (1) 54h"x 42w" wall mounted bulletin case (Aluminum)    Cost: $1,085.00 (shipping included above)  Funded with grant  Order pending approvals. 

· One 12 ft Octogonal Gazebo to be installed on raised former 1st Tee overlooking meadows.  (Cost: approx. $2,900.)  Funded with grant.  Order approved and submitted. 

· One Information Kiosk to be constructed by Boy Scouts / Contractor using materials funded with grant money. 

· One 48" x 30w" Entrance Sign located at Mountain Ave. with a 20 ft setback.  Sign designed, constructed, and will be installed by Steven Scibetta Troop 228. Date of installation:  TBD. 
A motion to order the Panier panels for the kiosk was made by Irene Fergusion-DiPietro and Cherie Krebs 2nd, with all in favor.
