Jay B. Bohn, Esq. of Schiller & Pittenger, P.C., Robert Gazzale, PE, of Monmouth Design Associates, Inc, and the Owner/Applicant, Joseph Pontoriero.
Board Counsel swore in Mr. Gazzale.
Mr. Gazzale testified that the applicant proposes to subdivide a 251,600 square foot tract of land into two new lots of 125,800 sq. ft. each.  Both lots are to be served by public water, as supported by a “can serve” letter from New Jersey American Water Company dated May 27, 2008 and by public sewers, as approved by the Warren Township Sewerage Authority in Resolution No. 08-75.  Applicant has provided a NJDEP letter of interpretation (“LOI”) accepting the wetlands delineation for the site dated August 22, 2005.  All structures on the new proposed lot 24.05 are to be removed.  The existing dwelling on proposed lot 24.06 is to remain.  This dwelling is currently served by public sewers, public water and a private well.  The well may remain as an irrigation well.
Mr. Gazzale testified that there are no hazardous materials in or stored in the structure to be removed.  If such substances are to be found, they will be removed in accordance with law.  The structures to be removed are a private garage and shed.

Mr. Gazzale testified that there are no underground storage tanks or any septic systems on the site.  If any are found, they would be removed and abandoned in accordance with law.
Board Counsel swore in Mr. Pontoriero.
Mr. Pontoriero testified that the current well has been disconnected from the house and he  may want the existing well to remain as an irrigation well.  He testified that the well is located about 25 feet in front of the garage and house.  Mr. Pontoriero testified that he would either bring the well up to code for irrigation or would properly abandon it.
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Case#1- September 10, 2008 -Continued
Ms. Ostman stated that if the well is to remain, necessary permits must be obtained to keep the well as an irrigation well.  All well piping must be severed from the house, it must be capped above the ground, and the well must be marked as non-potable.  
Dr. Sarraf questioned how long a LOI is good for.   Counsel for the Board stated a LOI is good for 5 years.

Mr. Gazzale testified that there are no riparian buffers required for this site.

Motion was made by Mrs. Cooper second by Mr. Riley to approve the application subject to the condition that the well is either properly abandoned or brought up to code as an irrigation well.

Jay B. Bohn, Esq. of Schiller & Pittenger, P.C., Mr. Jeffrey D. Cadoff  PE, of EKA Associates, PA, and Mr. Jack DelGuercio, Owner/Applicant were present.

Board Counsel sworn in Mr. Cadoff and Mr. DelGuercio.

Mr. Cadoff testified that the applicant proposes to subdivide this 6.13 acre tract of land into three new lots with dwellings to be serviced by public water, as supported by a “can serve” letter from New Jersey American Water Company dated May 21, 2008, and by public sewers, as approved by the Warren Township Sewerage Authority in Resolution No. 08-91.   
Mr. Cadoff testified that the wetlands have been delineated on the property.  The applicant has provided a NJDEP letter of interpretation dated June 26, 2007 that identifies wetlands of ordinary and intermediate resource value.   The wetlands of ordinary resource value are proposed to be crossed by the extension of Red Hill Road and a wetlands general permit will be needed to do so.
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Case#2- September 10, 2008- Continued

Mr. Cadoff testified that the permit will be applied for after they received all their municipal approvals.  The Board elected to make a condition in the resolution that the applicant provide copies of all wetlands permits, transition area waivers and flood hazard permits, if any, required for the development. 

Counsel for the Board asked Mr. Cadoff about a section in the LOI pertaining to a wetland flag number A-9 referencing an unregulated drainage feature present on the property and a statement in the LOI that the unregulated feature might affect the necessity for Individual Wetlands Permits.   Mr. Cadoff testified that the flag number “A-9” that the LOI is referencing is not near any proposed development.  The area in question is in the northernmost corner of the property. The wetland buffer area has been delineated off of that and is similarly beyond any development. 
Mr. Cadoff testified that there are no underground storage tanks, wells, or any septic systems on the property.  If any are found they will be abandoned as required by law.
Mr. DelGuercio testified that he has owned the property since 1973.  He has operated a tree farm for the past 7-10 years, however before that the property was just raw land.   Mr. DelGuercio testified that as a tree farm, the trees are grown and harvested as they mature to sell the lumber and new trees are planted.  Mr. DelGuercio contracts with Woodland Management to remove the trees.  The trees are hand cut and carried out.  No machines are used.  Roughly 15-18 trees are harvested every 4 to 5 years.
Mr. DelGuercio testified that no pesticides, herbicides or fertilizers are stored or used on the property. 
Mr. Cadoff testified that numerous trees would be removed on the property for development.

Mr. Cadoff testified that a detention basin would be created and maintained by a homeowners’ association.  There will be an easement across one of the properties to access the detention basin.
Motion was made by Mr. Riley, second by Mrs. Cooper, to approve the application as presented.
