The Warren Environmental Commission discussed this at their March 20, 2012 meeting. They discussed that it looks like trees are being taken off someone else’s property. They should be careful not to take down too many trees and should plant more to hide large home from neighbor. It is important to keep many buffer zones. For all trees removed, they should be replaced with a comparable tree (add screening), perhaps a mix of evergreens, spruce, pines and firs. Another recommendation is that impervious surface should be reduced if possible.
