Plant Report- Peter Kavalus Applied Water Management

February and March reports are included in the packets. Deerwood Trail pump station landscaping is being done. Overgrown tres and shrubs are being taken out and smaller trees are being planted around the station. The fence will remain but wooden slats will be applied to the outside.

Tina Lane pump station required a new circuit board for the generator. Stage V needed replacement of the NPW pump in the sludge thickening process. A new pump was ordered for $4000.00

Briarwood Drive lateral inspection was completed and repairs were made to #1 and #5 laterals.

Mr. Goodsell explained the ECS proposal which would ask the Authority to go off the grid at times during the summer. The board approved this for a one year trial. Mr.Vetter had some concerns about the generators use. Mr. Kavalus explained that we would be running the generators for testing anyway and he expected no wear and tear. Only that the oil would be changed more often. The maximum time on generator would be 60 hours and this would be for approximately 4-10 events June 1 through September 1. 
Engineer’s Report- Anthony Gagliostro, Hatch Mott MacDonald

A detailed report was included in the packet. 

Contract #50 is complete except for the landscaping in back of the pump station. The plans were reviewed and discussed with Pete and the owner of the property. 
SRVSA flows for the year 2011 were over the estimated budget by $99,000. 

Included in the packet is a memo regarding an analysis of sewerage flows for all service area. Flows were increased this year by extensive precipitation amounts resulting in high GPD/EDU values. It is recommended that the Authority continue to monitor flows in each sewer service area and initiate I/I reduction efforts for those with excessive flows.
