Plant Report- Peter Kavalus Applied Water Management

All plants are in compliance. 

During the month May the Stage V Phosphorous was high on May 9, the plant did meet the monthly average and there isn’t a daily max. It was checked that sampling was not switched which revealed all QA checks were ok, but again Pete stressed this doesn’t violate our permit. The June 5 sample was in range. We aren’t sure why it was high, explained Pete. Mr. Reeder asked Mr. Goodsell about the State’s response on the on- going Phosphorous limits. Mr. Goodsell said nothing has come out yet and most recently the department request requested an extension.

The contract with ECS (Energy Curtailment Specialists) has had some road blocks. The Authority air permits, especially the Stage IV permit does not allow us to go off grid. PS & S is looking into the restrictions. Mr. Reeder asked if this is something we want to back off on. Mr. Wancho said he was going to talk about this in his report, but stated a different type of permit was needed to operate the generator with the ECS requests. Mr. Wancho will look further into this and have a recommendation. As for now we are not engaging in any demand response. Mr. Reeder asked for a memo on this recommendation. Mr. Vetter asked about the option of putting in solar which would help with energy costs. Pete said that Stage IV would be the most likely candidate for this. Discussion about financing among members. Mr. Reeder asked Mr. Vetter if this is something he wants us to pursue. It might not be economically feasible with the costs at this time said Mr. Vetter. If there is grant money available we might want to look into this, however we cannot finance this ourselves at this time, said Mr. Reeder.
The Mount Bethel pump station had an issue with the controllers and a new one was installed. Mr. Truglio asked about the pre approval list and the numbers that are reported. Pete said they are not firm and are only estimated. Mr. Truglio will discuss some of the costs with Pete going forward. Debbie said that the items listed will be on the next year’s budget, not this year.
Engineer’s Report- James Wancho, Paulus Sokolowski & Sartor

A complete report is included in the member’s packet for review.

Mr. Wancho thanked the board for the opportunity to serve the Authority for the remainder of the year.

Contract #52 had been started by HMM and a report was prepared with a list of improvements. Documents were turned over to PS & S to determine the current priorities of the plant. PS & S met with Pete and discussed the concerns about the oxidation ditches. HMM’s report reflective of what AWM believes to be the current priorities. However based on the current costs it appears to be more that what is allocated for the project. Mr.Wancho said there 520 K left in the bond and the current scope of work is 680K. They met with Enviordyne and their costs have increased. Mr. Wancho said based on not doing this project all at once and with multiple shut downs this will factor in with what they will be recommending. A memo with be forthcoming. Debbie said that this doesn’t not need immediate attention, Mr. Wancho agreed. Debbie explained the phases HMM gave and the total cost for the entire project would be 1.9 million. Mr. Wancho agreed and explained the grouping of the projects. The priority has changed and this is more than the monies that were budgeted. Debbie said we will wait on this and decide how to proceed with moving ahead with this project and with financing. The full range is 1.9 million and this was estimated in 2006, numbers are a conservative estimate said Mr. Wancho.

Mr.  Wancho said that the Phosphorous removal project based on estimates from HMM the numbers appear to be conservative. Possibly with the final design we can cut those findings. A memo with be forthcoming on this project. The new requirement of the state depends on the TMDL,said Mr. Goodsell. The only issue that is open is if we have to do the treatment during the summer. This issue has been out there since he started with the Authority. The point is that at some point there will be a phosphorus limit but coupled with all the studies we do know how to meet it.
Will reevaluate available capacity once June flow data is supplied for the Stage I/II area.

The Schedule A properties LLC application and its representatives met and there is a continuation of design discussions.

We have been monitoring the flow that was diverted into Berkeley Heights which shows we are below the limit designed.
BAC and PS & S have a conflict therefore the Authority will need to have the means to deal with this issue. HMM will continue on this matter replied Mr. Goodsell.

Middlebrook I and I study, PS & S was given the reports and will make a recommendation on the items that need to be addressed for remediation and repair.
