OCTOBER 25, 2012
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, October 25, 2012 at 7:06 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor Garafola read the following notice:

The governing body accepted a donation of a table tennis table from Lily Yip, former Olympic coach.
Mr. DiNardo introduced Ordinance No. 12-20 by title for second reading and read the following:

The governing body had a final discussion on a regulation of fowl ordinance.  Mr. Lehrer will prepare the ordinance and it will be introduced at the next meeting.

Mr. Krane reported that the 2012 road overlay project cost was less than anticipated.

The governing body will perform an inspection of all fire houses in the spring of 2013.

Mr. Lehrer stated that there has been a change in ownership of the cell tower at Wagner Farm.  He will review the new ownership agreement.

Mayor Garafola opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.  
Mr. Garafola, 6 Crest Lane, commended all who assisted with the new 911 Heroes Monument.
Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Drive, commented that feeding wildlife poses a problem.

Mr. Csik, Managing Member of American Properties, referred to the request for rezoning property on Mount Bethel Road.  He described the property and requested to speak with the Township Planner.  He asked for reconsideration.  Mr. Sordillo stated that the Master Plan has to be reviewed.  Mr. Lazo and Mr. DiNardo agreed.

The governing body presented Certificates of Recognition to the Warren Wolverines All Star Boys Baseball Team for a championship season.

On motion of Mr. DiNardo, second of Mr. Lazo, and unanimous voice vote, the meeting adjourned at 8:19 p.m.
