NOVEMBER 15, 2012
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, November 15, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor Garafola led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
The governing body publicly commended all those who volunteered during Hurricane Sandy.
A Proclamation was presented to Todd Cohen for Pancreatic Cancer Month.

Mr. Lazo introduced Ordinance No. 12-21 by title for second reading and read the following:
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE VACATION AND MODIFICATION OF A CONSERVATION EASEMENT BETWEEN WARREN TOWNSHIP AND JOSE AND BRENDA CARDOZA 
Mayor Garafola opened the public hearing on this ordinance.  

On motion of Mr. Lazo, second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 12-21 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
On motion of Mr. Sordillo, second of Mr. Marion, the Regular and Executive session minutes of October 25, 2012 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
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Mayor Garafola opened the Comments on Agenda Items portion of the meeting.  

Mrs. Losasda, 87 Morning Glory Road, addressed the governing body about a water run off problem that has been ongoing for a long time.

The neighbors objected to the building project at the Planning Board.

A swale was required to be built along with a berm.  There has been no quality of life and her property is getting too much water.  Mr. Krane noted that the builder completed all required work and that the Engineering Department signed off on the project.  The governing body directed Mr. Krane to visit the property with the Township Engineer.  Mr. DiNardo will go as well.

Mr. Marion introduced and read Resolution No. 2012-254 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Sordillo.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. DiNardo introduced Ordinance No. 12-22 by title for first reading and read the following:

Mayor Garafola stated that a letter will be sent to Somerset County Mayor expressing concern over SRVSA salary increases of over 11% for employees.

Mr. Sordillo spoke of choosing a new Risk Management Insurance Consultant for 2013.  He has reviewed information provided by Mr. Krane and agreed that the firm of David Balken Associates should be appointed as that firm is familiar with the Township’s needs.
Mayor Garafola opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.  No one wished to speak and this portion was closed.
On motion of Mr. DiNardo, second of Mr. Lazo, and unanimous voice vote, the meeting adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
