The Warren Environmental Commission discussed this at their November 20, 2012 meeting. The property is built on a steep slope and sediment and dirt will run into the town plaza during construction. Steep slope should be limited. A detention basin is necessary; something more environmentally/ aesthetically pleasing would be best. This project will add to traffic, which is already heavy, and the Commission would like to find out if there can be another access. Emergency access only through Mt. Bethel would the best option. This would be a strain on the other services in the community. How many other assisted living units are there in town/are they filled to capacity? This will also change the character of downtown. 

Since there will be clearing of trees, it is important to not disturb the natural habitat. The Commissioners would like to request an environmental impact study (the property is near a junkyard). An increase in pervious surface is an issue. A retention wall is needed and proof that runoff will be contained. The builder should try to use as many native plants as necessary; no ornamental flowering trees.  Additional soil and plantings are needed. A light color roof is recommended; renewable energy, solar; recaptured rainwater; gray water to use in toilets and as fertilizer. The Commissioners also request landscapes that limit lawn care; open grid paving system; outdoor/solar lighting; recycling and salvaging; renewable building products. Buildings should be oriented to use solar heating and cooling and include stormwater techniques. Occupants should be provided with connection to outdoor spaces through the introduction of daylight and views. The builder should develop innovative and progressive stormwater best management practices as well as implementing solar or other energy systems (20 per cent electric energy generated and 20 per cent reduction in energy consumption). Site improvements and external building materials should be manufactured locally. Construction, demolition and land clearing debris should be diverted. All construction, demolition and land clearing waste should be recycled and/or salvaged. Light pollution should be reduced; all light trespass from building and site should be eliminated. The builder should design and construct 10 per cent to 30 per cent of parking lots with pervious pavements.
