Middle-Brook Regional Health Commission Report

Mr. Riley stated that the last meeting was held on December 15, 2010.  The primary issue discussed was the composition of the Middle Brook Regional Health Commission.  It was reported that Middlesex appears to be out of the Commission and entered into a contract with Middlesex County to provide health services.  This led to an extended discussion with one of the current Middle Brook employees, Nancy Lanner.  Ms. Lanner was facing the position of being laid off.  Ms. Lanner was looking for further clarification and whether she would receive severance pay.  There was an extended discussion both regarding her severance pay and also which entity would be responsible to employ her.  The Commission agreed that Middlesex Borough and Middlesex County had an obligation to continue to employ Ms. Lanner.  The Commission did vote to provide Ms. Lanner with one week’s severance pay if she continues to work part-time and two weeks if she is laid off entirely.  

There was a significantly higher attendance rate at the recent rabies clinic over past years.

Branchburg has shown interest in joining the Commission, but there has been no further action on that.

Mr. Riley handed out to the Board and talked about an article entitled “How a Callous Disregard for Kids Led to Autism Scare”.

Mr. Riley also handed out an email he sent to the President of the Commission, Mr. Plager and the Health Officer concerning allocation of the charges or costs of providing services. 
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Reports of Employees/Health Officer Report 

The Commission has been relocated to Green Brook from Middlesex.

Bound Brook voted to enter into an agreement with the Commission for part-time REHS services for 2011.  

Dr. Sarraf was recused from executive session and left the room at 9:05pm.

Resolution 2011-12 was read by Barbara Streker, to go into executive session to discuss litigation related to the Patton case.

Peter J. Wolfson, Esq., of Porzio Bromberg & Newman PC, Patricia A. Ruskan, PE and Bruce T. Hawkins, CLA of PS&S and Jim Wood, President of United States Aquatic Sports, were present.

Counsel for the Board swore in Mr. Hawkins, Ms. Ruskan and Mr. Wood.

Mr. Plager stated that the application states there will be 30 toilets, 30 sinks, no bathtubs, no showers, and no washtubs.    He wanted to make sure the application is correct.

Mr. Wolfson stated that the application is wrong and would like a couple of minutes to correct it.

Mr. Wolfson stated that the only change is that the showers should state 22, and not 0.  Mr. Plager asked about the washtubs and how are they going to clean the mops.  Mr. Wolfson stated that the slop sinks are counted under the total number of sinks and not separated out.
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Case #1 – 13 January 2011 Continued

Mr. Wood testified that he is owner and head coach at the Berkeley Aquatic Center in Berkeley Heights.  He is looking to upgrade the facility with this new site.  The facility will provide a 50 meter competition pool, teaching pool, and an aquatic therapy pool along with ancillary support facilities.  This center will be primarily an aquatic facility.  There will be recreational swimming and adult swim lessons.

Mr. Wood testified that the current facility will be kept for a year.  If the new facility will accommodate all the needs the Berkeley Aquatic Center will be sold off.  If they still need deep water, Mr. Wood testified that he will keep Berkeley Aquatic.

Ms. Ruskan testified to the site plan.  The site is located on Hillcrest Road right at the Route 78 exit ramp westbound and has frontage on Emerson Lane and Watchung Heights Ave. The over-all square footage of the facility is 51,095 sq. feet.  Ms. Ruskan testified that access to the site will be through Hillcrest Road.  

Mr. Plager asked what is on the site currently.  Ms. Ruskan testified that currently on the main lot there are an existing house and two barns and chicken coops and on Lot 9, with frontage to Washington Ave, there are an existing dwelling and a shed.  The interface to Washington Ave. will be for emergency only.

Ms. Ruskan testified that the dwelling on Lot 9 will remain and will stay connected to the septic and well.  This dwelling will be used by the care taker of the property.

Ms. Ruskan testified that the storm water detention basin will be located above ground and will also act as an infiltration basin.  The pool will be discharged into the basin.  Mr. Wood testified that the pool will be emptied every 5-10 years.

Ms. Ruskan testified that the applicant has received conceptual approval of the application from Warren Township Sewerage Authority by way of Resolution 10-118.  They are awaiting final approval from Berkeley Heights Sewerage Authority since they will be discharging directly into Berkeley Heights through a force main pump.

Ms. Ruskan testified that the facility for solid waste and recycling will be in full compliance with Board of Health Ordinance 97-1.  As for the hose bib, Ms. Ruskan testified that they are proposing a yard hydrant that will be flush with the ground.

Ms. Ruskan testified that the existing house on lot 10 and the two barns, chicken coops and the shed on lot 9 will be demolished.  There is no documentation that there are any existing tanks or any underground storage on the site.  Mr. Wolfson stated that a Phase One was conducted on all the sites, and he will forward a copy to the Health Department.  Mr. Wood testified that as the buildings are demolished, he will have environmental consultant(s) monitor the site.

Ms. Ruskan testified that the existing house on lot 10 has a well and a septic system that will both be properly abandoned according to law.  There is an above-ground existing oil tank located in the basement of the home that will also be removed.

Ms. Ruskan testified that the dwelling on lot 9 along with the septic and well will remain.  Counsel for the Board asked if the well has been tested as part of the Private Well Testing Act.  Mr. Wood testified that as new owners, they will test the well.  

Ms. Ruskan testified that the site has documented records of a spill on the site.  Mr. Wolfson entered into evidence exhibit A-1, a DEP no further investigation letter for remediation of the site.  Mr. Wolfson stated that the previous owner didn’t deal with the spill and DEP came in and cleaned it up and put a lien on the property.  Prior to the closing, the prior property owner paid off the lien and exhibit A-1 was issued.  

Mr. Sumner asked about the LOI for Lots 9 & 19.  Mr. Wolfson stated that they currently do not have an LOI for lots 9 & 19.  The applicant plans on seeking a waiver at the Planning Board level.  Counsel for the Board asked for a letter from their wetlands expert and stated that the plans need to be changed since the plans currently state that the whole property has an LOI. 

Ms. Ruskan testified that the property was never a farm to grow crops; it was more of an animal farm with chicken coops.  Mr. Plager suggested that they be careful when excavating since it was known practice to bury garbage back then.    

Ms. Ruskan testified that they are still investigating whether to vacate a portion of Washington Heights Ave.

Ms. Ruskan tested that the owner will comply with all construction and operational codes for the recreational bathing facility.

Mr. Plager asked about going solar on the building.  Mr. Woods testified that he is looking into it and will determine if it is cost effective now for him.

Mr. Sumner stated that he has concerns about the septic system that is to remain with the house. How old is the system and what is its functionality?  He doesn’t want to see the house use the septic system if that will exceed its capacity causing the septic to fail.  Mr. Wood testified that the house is going to be used as a one person occupancy for a care taker.  This way a person is on site if there are any problems.  The existing house is two bedrooms.

Mr. Plager wanted to know how much impervious surface will be created on the property.  Ms. Ruskan testified that the parking lot is impervious.  There are some areas that are gravel.  The storm sewers that collect the runoff from the parking area will discharge into the detention basin.  The detention basin will flow into the wetlands.  Ms. Ruskan testified that there is a spillway in the detention basin to provide for excess of the 100 year storm.   A sand filter will be at the bottom of the detention basin to filter water before being discharged into the wetlands.  Mr. Plager asked if testing of the soil has been done at the detention basin.  Ms. Ruskan testified that they plan to test the soil, but have not presently done so.

Mr. Wood testified that he has no plans to house a camp operation.  
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Case #1 – 13 January 2011 Continued

Mr. Wood testified that the kitchen will be used for staff to microwave lunches. Periodically when they have swim meets, they have hospitality for coaches and will be serving sandwiches that are brought in.  They will not be preparing or selling food.

Mr. Wolfson asked the Board for a letter to be sent to the Planning Board prior to receiving the resolution.  The Board had no problem sending the letter as long as they had sewer approval.

Motion was made by Mr. Riley second by Mrs. Cooper to approve the application subject to the applicant’s compliance with the solid waste requirement and design of the disposal facility; subject to providing the Phase One study to the Health Officer; subject to environmentally safe removal of the buildings; subject to testing the existing septic system for Lot 9; subject to providing the wetlands expert’s letter for Lots 9 & 19;  subject to final approval of Warren Township Sewer Authority;  subject to the potability of the well for Lot 9; and subject to revised plans submitted to the Board of Health.
