JANUARY 20, 2011
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, January 20, 2011 at 7:31 a.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor DiNardo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Sordillo opened the Comments on Agenda Items portion of the meeting.  
Mr. Lakatos, 7 Horseshoe Road, questioned revisions on Senate bills.  Mr. Lehrer explained that it was related to COAH credits and regional 
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contributions.  The Township is planning to urge the Governor to veto these bills.  
Mr. Lakatos again brought up the issue of Mr. Salvato’s absences at the meetings.  Mrs. Garafola stated that Mr. Salvato fell and has had to use a wheelchair.  He plans to attend meetings soon. 
The Comments portion of the meeting was closed.

Mrs. Garafola introduced and read Resolution No. 2011-27 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Plager.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolutions No. 2011-28 through No. 2011-42 are appended to the official minutes.

On motion of Mr. Sordillo, second of Mrs. Garafola, Resolution No.

2011-43 entitled “PERSON TO PERSON TRANSFER OF PLENARY RETAIL CONSUMPTION LIQUOR LICENSE #1802-33-007-002 TO

SPRINGFIELD BERKELEY, LLC, was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

The governing body appointed Chief Leffert, Mr. Krane and Mr. Sordillo as task force members to represent Warren at meetings regarding the County shared police study.

Mr. Lehrer stated that the East County Reserve Agreement with the County will be automatically extended.  Mr. Krane noted that Pop Warner has asked for an amendment to the house use and occupancy agreement.  Presently, Pop Warner is responsible for maintenance.

They would like other sports groups to share the cost of maintenance.

Mr. Krane will report back with the details of the request.
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The governing body will review a proposed ordinance on special police that was prepared by Mr. Lehrer.

The governing body reviewed the revisions regarding the proposed traffic light at the intersection of King George Road and Mount Horeb Road and agreed to the new design.  Mr. Sordillo is against the installation of a traffic light.

The governing body discussed amending a zoning ordinance that deals with the removal of trees.  There was a situation that involved a resident clearing trees in a Township open space land area.  Mr. Lehrer suggested amending the ordinance to allows for penalties on a case by case basis.  Mr. Chadwick supports the amendment.  Mr. Lehrer will prepare an ordinance.

The governing body agreed to allow Township rehabilitation loans subordinated to a third position when there is a second mortgage.
Mr. Krane will keep the governing body informed on any new developments regarding the proposed new flight patterns that would affect Warren.

The governing body recommended that Doug Buro be appointed to the Solid Waste Committee and Rory Britt to the Cultural and Heritage Committee at the County.  Ms. DiRocco will submit these names to the County for consideration.
Mayor DiNardo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.
Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, requested that the open space tax be eliminated and asked Mr. Krane to provide the yearly analysis.  He also asked about the water run off problem on King George Road and Morning Glory.  Mr. Buro informed him that he is working with Engineering regarding the installation of a French drain when the weather permits.
No one else wished to speak and this portion was closed.

Mrs. Garafola introduced and read resolution No. 2011-44, seconded by Mr. Plager and carried by unanimous voice vote.
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WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act, P.L.1975 Chapter 231 permits the exclusion of the public from meeting in certain circumstances; and

WHEREAS, this public body is of the opinion that such circumstances presently exist; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body wishes to discuss:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Warren, that the public is excluded from this
