MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

  OCTOBER 6,  2011
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, October 6, 2011 at 7:30 a.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor DiNardo read the following notice:

“In compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of New Jersey, adequate notice of this meeting was provided on January 7, 2011 and September 26, 2011 by sending written notices to the Echoes Sentinel and Courier News, posting on the Bulletin Board in the Municipal Building and filing with the Township Clerk”.

“This meeting is to be taped for broadcast on the Access Channel and everyone is required to comply with the policies and procedures governing access programming for the Access Channel.  No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from any rebroadcast of the meeting.”

Mayor DiNardo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor DiNardo asked for a moment of silence in honor of Mr. Salvato, who passed away on October 4th.  He spoke about Mr. Salvato’s accomplishments and dedication to the Township.  Mr. Salvato will be missed by all.
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Mayor DiNardo presented a Certificate recognizing Our Lady of the Mount’s 100th year anniversary.
Alan Davidson, member of the Alternative Technology Committee, gave a presentation on the goals and findings of the Committee.
He spoke of a Distributed Antenna System (DAS) that uses telephone or other poles as opposed to an actual cell tower.  He explained revenue differences.  The Committee’s next goal is to identify dead zones in the Township and legal issues.  If the Township is interested in a DAS, an ordinance would be required.  The governing body will further consider.
On motion of Mr. Sordillo, second of Mrs. Garafola, the Regular and Executive Sessions of September 8, 2011 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
Mayor DiNardo opened the Comments on Agenda Items portion of the meeting.  
Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, stated that he lives near a dead zone.
If a cell tower was not denied by the Township, he would have had service.

Mr. Marion, Raspberry Trail, complimented the Township regarding the response during Hurricane Irene.
Mrs. Garafola introduced and read Resolution No. 2011-201 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Plager.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2011-201 is appended to the official minutes.

Mr. Plager introduced Ordinance No. 11-17, by title for first reading and read the following:

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On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. Sordillo, Ordinance No. 11-17 was passed on first reading.  The roll call vote was unanimous.
Mr. Sordillo introduced Ordinance No. 11-18, by title for first reading and read the following:

Mr. Krane noted that  two of the three parcels on Dock Watch Hollow Road, the former Alliance Bible Church, have been sold.  Another auction will be advertised in the near future.
Mr. Krane stated that the County did not approve deer hunting on a portion at the East County Reserve.  They now have given approval.

The Mayor reported on a meeting he attended with Mr. Krane regarding Hurricane Irene in Morristown.  JCP& L had problems in responding due to the high volume of calls and outages.  The company stated that they will strive to improve their response time and better communicate with towns.

Mrs. Garafola referred to a law that was passed requiring all Board of 
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Education personnel to pass criminal checks.  She suggested that the same requirement should be for elected officials and also a credit check.  Mr. Sordillo referred to Assembly Bill 444 which cites examples of problems that have occurred in other towns.  Mr. Lehrer will review and advise.
Mayor DiNardo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.
Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, stated that he did not have any outages during the storm.  He reported a downed wire on Dock Watch Hollow near Blazier Road was called in to DPW.  DPW called Verizon, but to date there was no response. 

No one else wished to speak and this portion was closed.

Mr. Plager left the meeting at 8:29 a.m.

Mr. Sordillo introduced and read resolution No. 2011-213, seconded by Mrs. Garafola and carried by unanimous voice vote.
WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act, P.L.1975 Chapter 231 permits the exclusion of the public from meeting in certain circumstances; and

WHEREAS, this public body is of the opinion that such circumstances presently exist; and
