Mr. Gallic explained this has to do with the approval and then non-approval of Somerset County for the Sleepy Hollow Project.  Mr. Gallic requested legal opinion from Board Counsel as to whether we should rehear the case and/or amend the resolution so that we stay within the bounds of the rules of the state in terms of this application.  There is a letter from Somerset County in the Board packets, basically stating they are unwilling to file the plats even if the Planning Board granted approvals.  Mr. Murray pulled the application for this hearing and is asking to be reheard at a later date.  Mr. Gallic wanted to make the public aware of what transpired over the past week with regard to the Sleepy Hollow case.

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CITIZEN’S HEARING (Agenda and Non-Agenda Items)
Mr. Feder of 9 Arvidale Road was not aware until he got here this evening that the application for Arvidale Road would not be heard.  It caused a hardship for him, and he requested a phone call in the event it is cancelled again.  Mr. Feder gave the Clerk his telephone numbers for future calls if needed.
There being no further public discussion, this portion of the meeting was closed.

ADOPTION OF RESOLUTIONS:

PB07-06R – Owner/Applicant Frank Rica, 50 Saw Mill Road, block 87.02, Lot 12, Minor three lot subdivision with variance heard and approved by the Planning Board on September 24, 2007.
Mr. Kaufmann stated there is nothing in the resolution that he could find that addresses the diversion of water, in the event it causes problems to properties below the proposed subdivision.  Mr. Gallic stated we had a conversation on the water flow.  There was a neighbor present at the last meeting that mentioned this.  Mayor Sordillo stated the neighbor’s concern was that if it did not get approved and Mr. Rica cut more trees, drainage may become an issue. He was in support of the plan that Mr. Rica presented.  Mr. Kastrud stated Mr. Fisk will provide him with calculations to support the drainage system showing the water flows are not going to increase at the property line.  Mr. Kastrud further stated this will be a part of his compliance review.  Mr. Kaufmann asked if there is an issue afterwards, if there a possibility they would have to rectify it.  Mr. Gallic stated we had the same conversation on another application, and there was no resolution.  Mr. Siegel stated there is no mechanism to enforce this.  If the plans are submitted and approved by the Township engineer and it does not work, it could potentially become a law suit.
