DISCUSSION ITEMS:
ORDINANCE 11-17 
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER XVI ENTITLED “ZONING” OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE TOWNSHIP OF WARREN, BY RECOGNIZING AND PROTECTING PRE-EXISTING NON-CONFORMING DEVELOPMENT IN THE R-65 AND R-130/65 ZONE DISTRICTS

The Township Committee introduced the above referenced ordinance at a meeting held on October 6, 2011 at which time it was referred to the Planning Board for review and recommendation.

This ordinance will be considered for adoption at a meeting of the Township Committee to be held on October 27, 2011.

Mr. Chadwick explained the ordinance. There are R-65 and R-130/65 zone areas; this covers approximately 2000 lots in Warren, and perhaps half of those lots don’t meet the zoning requirements for lot size.  Mr. Chadwick has never sent anyone in these zones to the Zoning Board of Adjustment for an undersized lot for an addition on their house.  If they had an FAR issue, then they would go to Board of Adjustment.  But if anyone’s house burns down; however, they are sent to the Board of Adjustment when they’re on undersized lots.  Mr. Chadwick thinks that’s cruel.  Those subdivisions were investigated to find the minimum size lot under the earlier ordinance.  The ordinance and the zoning map reflect those 
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subdivisions to reflect these lots and a specific paragraph will be added to the ordinance to document and protect these pre-existing nonconforming lots.   We will need a letter from the Planning Board to state that it is not inconsistent with the Master Plan.
The board was agreeable with the Ordinance.  

On motion from Mr. DiNardo and second from Mr. Freijomil a vote on the ordinance not being inconsistent with the master plan was taken

Proposed:  Applicants propose to subdivide block 85, lot 13.04 (existing 8.82 acre (and eliminate) and adjust lot 13.03 (from existing 5.09 acre to 7.05 acres after subdivision) and 13.05 (from existing 2.52 acre, to 9.38 acres after subdivision).

Mr. Bill Hollows was introduced as the engineer for the applicant and he was asked if someone for the applicant or the applicant would be coming.  Mr. Hollows stated that he had a call at 1:15 p.m. that day and was asked to come to tonight’s meeting.  He assumed the applicant would be there. 

Mr. Siegel stated that usually boards want the applicant present.  The board takes the position that if the applicant is not present, then how can the board ask the applicant a question.  We can get the engineer’s testimony; and then he can not come back again, but that is only part of the application.

Mr. Gallic and the board were not comfortable with just the engineer, without an applicant or legal representation present to go forward with the case.   Mr. Hollows was told that he could not present the case and the Board would not hear it tonight.  It will carry to November 14, 2011 meeting.  There is no variance and therefore, no notice is required.

CITIZEN’S HEARING (Agenda Items only):  Mr. Thomas Canty from 59 Hillcrest Rd., asked when the BAC case would be heard.   Mr. Gallic asked John Chadwick if he knew.  Mr. Chadwick explained that BAC will be submitting new maps to reflect some of the comments that the Planning Board addressed.  It would be November 14, 2011 if they got the revised plans to the board within the time frame and noticed the surrounding properties.
