MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

DECEMBER 9, 2010
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, December 9, 2010 at 7:05 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor Sordillo read the following notice:

“In compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of New Jersey, adequate notice of this meeting was provided on January 8, 2010 and  by sending written notices to the Echoes Sentinel and Courier News, posting on the Bulletin Board in the Municipal Building and filing with the Township Clerk”.

“This meeting is to be taped for broadcast on the Access Channel and everyone is required to comply with the policies and procedures governing access programming for the Access Channel.  No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from any rebroadcast of the meeting.”

Mayor Sordillo led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Certificates of Recognition were presented to Pop Warner Pee Wee and Jr. Pee Wee Football Teams’ players for winning conferences.
The PBA presented a $2,500 check to the 911 Heroes Memorial fund.

December 9, 2010
Mr. Plager introduced Ordinance No. 10-24 by title for second reading and read the following:

AN ORDINANCE ACCEPTING THE DEDICATION OF LOT 3 IN BLOCK 188 FROM MARIE ZAMPINO TO THE TOWNSHIP OF WARREN

Mayor Sordillo opened the public hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to speak and the public hearing was closed.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mrs. Garafola, Ordinance No. 10-24 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, the Regular and Executive Session minutes of November 18, 2010 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mrs. Garafola stated that Mr. Krane has been appointed to serve on the State Pension and Benefits Commission.  The governing body congratulated Mr. Krane.

Mayor Sordillo opened the Comments on Agenda Items portion of the meeting.  
Mr. Lakatos, 7 Horseshoe Road, complained that Mount Horeb Road was paved at a very busy time.  Mr. DiNardo stated that the Township has no control over that, as it was a joint project.
Mrs. Smith, Wagner Farm Arboretum Trustee, reiterated her request that the Barn be repaired and maintained in its present condition.  She suggested that the large portion be removed.  This would retain the historical beauty of the barn.

The Comments portion of the meeting was closed.

Mrs. Garafola introduced and read Resolution No. 2010-255 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Plager.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. Krane spoke of solar farms.  These are being allowed in some towns.  This may be an opportunity for the Township.  There must be sufficient land space.

Mr. Krane informed the governing body that the well issue at one of the Wagner Farm houses has been rectified.  A new well was drilled and  approved.

Mr. Krane stated that he will report back to the governing body on the refurbishment of the Gaiser Barn when there is more information.
Mr. DiNardo addressed the issue of the proposed improvements by the County at King George Road and Mount Horeb Road.  This will be further reviewed and comments will be forwarded to the County.

Mayor Sordillo opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.
Mr. Lakatos, Horseshoe Road, said that Warren will look like Broad and Market Streets in Newark with all the proposed traffic lights.

He also said that he received a flyer in the mailbox indicating that Warren spent $800,000 to allow a cell tower.  The Mayor stated that this is not true.

Irene Ferguson DiPietro, 12 Manor Drive, expressed an interest in serving on the Recreation Commission.  She attended a meeting.  The governing body will consider.

No one else wished to speak and this portion was closed.

Mrs. Garafola introduced and read resolution No. 2010-267, seconded by Mr. Plager and carried by unanimous voice vote.
