Report of Employees/ Health Officers Report:
The financial audit of the Board of Health for 2006 has been completed.  Only two minor issues were found and corrected.
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Mr. Sumner is planning a Board Member training seminar in June for all the Boards of the Commission.  He asked the Board if they have any topics they would like to hear, to let him know.

Mr. Sumner reported on the retail food inspections conducted in 2006.

· 80 food establishments were licensed not including the 8 temporary licenses (issues for one day events).  
· 84 of the food establishments were found satisfactory 
· 8 were unsatisfactory.  (Within one month of being listed unsatisfactory, the food establishment is reinspected.)    
The Board asked Mr. Sumner if the Board of Health would be responsible for inspecting the new school.  Mr. Sumner said no, since it is a private facility.
Mr. Sumner told the Board that he has conflicts with the July and August Board meeting.  The Board decided to cancel the August meeting and would take a poll as to whether a quorum could be obtained for the July meeting.
Mr. Sumner announced to the Board that Barbara Streker, Clerk/ Registrar is pregnant and would be taking a leave of absence for the months September and October.

Mr. Plager wanted to express his appreciation and thanks to Kevin Sumner for a great job in connection with the April 14 floods.

Daniel Soriano, Esq. of Soriano and Soriano, Craig Stires, PE and Eric Rosina of Stires Associates were present.  Craig Stires and Eric Rosina were sworn in to testify.

Mr. Soriano stated, the applicant is reappearing before the Board of Health for an amendment of the previously approved Board of Health Resolution 2004-18 due to a change in the number and configuration of lots in the subdivision.  The subdivision will still be serviced by public water and sewers.
Mr. Plager stated to the Board that when this application went before the Planning Board the application was altered by cutting one lot and moving the detention basin in another spot.  
Mr. Sumner had a question about the second resolution from the Sewerage Authority.  There were conditions in the resolution for the potential of environmental contamination that were not in the original resolution.  He wanted to know what transpired to cause the resolution to change.
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Case #1 – May 9, 2007 Continued
Craig Stires testified that the property adjacent to the application property, know as Potters Garage, has been going through on-going clean up and sampling of the contaminated soil.  When the application went before the Sewerage Authority the first time, the applicant was told by DEP that an NFA was pending.  One of the conditions of the first resolution was a letter from DEP about the NFA.  Now that the project has been going on for 5 years, the applicant had to go back to the Sewerage Authority and get it reapproved.  There were discussions back and forth about removing the condition for an NFA for an approval.  



Eric Rosina, the environmental specialist at Stires Associates, has been working with Mr. Sumner, DEP and the people conducting the sampling trying to get the NFA for Potters Garage.  The Sewerage Authority had concerns about what would happen if contamination was found.  They put in their resolution that Hatch Mott McDonald, representative for the Sewerage Authority, would monitor the installation of the sewer.  Mr. Rosina testified that statements received from the DEP say that the subdivision site is clean Mr. Rosina also testified that if something is found it will be taken care of.
Mr. Plager pointed out that in 1984 there was a major gas spill in the area.  The source was never proved.  
The Board decided to proceed right to a resolution on the application.

Michael K .Ford, PE of Van Cleef Engineering Associates, and Albert DeSandolo, applicant, were present and sworn in to testify.




Mr. Ford testified that the applicant is proposing the merger of three lots into one lot creating a 40,000 square foot lot on the corner of Frances, Paterson and Elizabeth.   The applicant proposes to construct a 4 bedroom dwelling on the site to be serviced by private well water and a septic system.

Mr. Ford testified that soil testing on the site was conducted in 2005.  Since that time a wetlands letter of interpretation for DEP permits for the wetlands has been applied for.  A small swale associated with the drainage feature is located under Elizabeth Ave that has no buffer requirements.   There are also wetlands with a buffer on the Warren Township property located next to the proposed subdivision.   Mr. Ford pointed out on the map the location of the 150 foot buffer on the proposed property.  Mr. Ford testified that he has applied to DEP and obtained a hardship waver to reduce the buffer to 137 feet, but still needs to apply for a conservation easement.   Mr. Ford testified that this information would have to be included in the deed to the house.  
Mr. DeSandolo testified that the driveway will consist of pavers and will be pervious.  

Mr. Plager asked Mr. Sumner if he had any issues with any of the variances being applied for.  Mr. Sumner said the only variance that the Board may not have seen in the past is that the two soil logs provided are not at opposite ends as code requires.  Mr. Sumner said that Warren local ordinance states that the septic field has to be installed first before the foundation of the house.  This will allow options for the septic system if problems occur.
Mr. Sumner asked Mr. Ford to address the issue of the seasonally high water table testing and the tax records of land ownership not matching the applicant’s name.

Mr. Ford testified that a series of 5 stand pipes were installed and monitored.   On January 11, 2005 two readings in soil log one, measured 18 inches.  This soil log is located beyond where the proposed septic system is to go.  All the other readings on February 11, 2005 were still within the minimum 24 inch separation to ground water.  Mr. Ford testified that a heavy snow may have been to blame.  Mr. Plager stated that when designing a septic system all weather factors have to be considered so that the system does not fail.  Mr. Ford testified that the septic system will be mounded.  The black water system will be 43 inches high and the gray water system is 46 inches high.
Mr. Ford testified that after completing the soil tests in 2005, he contacted DEP to request a wetlands letter of interpretation before coming in front of the Board of Health.
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Case #2 – May 9, 2007 Continued:
Mr. DeSandolo testified as to the issue of ownership as shown on  the tax records.   His mother, Gloria DeSandolo, currently owns the top half of the proposed property (Block 174/ Lot 1) and his Uncle, Raymond Digiambattista owns the lower two lots (Block 174, Lot 2&3). Mr. DeSandolo testified that he has a statement notarized from an Attorney that if his proposed plans were approved, Mrs. Gloria DeSandolo and Mr. Raymond Digiambattista would transfer ownership of the property to Albert DeSandolo.   Counsel requested that a new application be filed with the Board of Health listing the current owners and the applicant.  
Mr. Ford testified that runoff from the roof of the house will be drained toward the natural patterns of the lot leading to the pipe under Elizabeth Avenue and the swale.  Mr. Plager 

wanted to make sure that any drain off would be diverted away from the septic system and well.


Mr. Plager asked for a poll of the Board as to an indication of whether they accept the plan as submitted.  This way when the applications are resubmitted with proper ownership documented, the application can go right to resolution next month.

Stephen Parker, PE of Parker Engineering and Frank Rica, applicant/owner, were present and sworn in to testify.  

Mr. Parker testified that the application is for a minor subdivision .  Currently the property has one dwelling and is surrounded by fields.  There are wetlands in the back that have been delineated and verified by DEP.  The LOI was received back in March of 2007.  The applicant proposes to subdivide the 9.1972 acre lot into three new lots.  The existing house will remain on Lot 12.01 (1.7031 acres) with the existing septic system and well.  Two new dwellings will be built on lot 12.02 (5.4384 acres) and lot 12.03 (1.775 acres) to be serviced by a proposed septic system and private wells for each lot.
Mr. Parker pointed out the wetlands in the back of the property.  The wetlands would not affect the designed septic systems or dwellings.
Mr. Parker testified that soil testing and ground water mottling was performed in the March and April of 2006.  Tests showed normal conditions where the septic systems are to be placed.
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Case #3- May 9, 2007 Continued
Mr. Parker testified that the applicant his here tonight for just approval on the subdivision application.  The applicant will have to reappear in front of the Board of Health when ready to construct the septic system.


Mr. Plager asked if there was water and electric in the current stable barn.  Mr. Rica testified that there is electric and water, but he does not have the water turned on.  He believes the water lines come from the house, but is not sure.
Mr. Parker testified that the proposed septic systems would be black water sized at 100% and gray water sized at 85%.  The system on lot 12.03 would be a mounded system due to shallow bedrock.  Refusal was met at a little over 7 feet on two of the soil logs tested.  



Mr. Plager asked how old the current septic system was.  Mr. Rica testified that the system was probability installed in the 1960’s.  His parents lived in the house and had the system pumped regularly.  Mr. Parker testified that he did not do a dye test, but looked around the septic system and found no signs of malfunctioning.
