detail. Decision was made to carry the application.  A new report has been submitted from the Township Planner and is attached. All other reports and 11x17 copies of the plan were previously distributed.  A letter sent to Mr. Siegel from Mr. Murray is also enclosed for Board review.
Joseph E. Murray, Esq., Schiller & Pittenger, PC, 1771 Front Street, Scotch Plains, NJ was present on behalf of the owners, Mr. and Mrs. Frank Nisch.  Mr. Robert Gazzale of Monmouth Design is present as well.

Since the last meeting, a letter was prepared by Mr. Murray to Mr. Siegel giving background information relative to the Mobus Lane status.  Mr. Siegel subsequently submitted a memorandum to Mr. Murray requesting that he address items in that memorandum.  Mr. Murray reported that at the present time, Mr. Devesterre continues to be hospitalized as reported by Mr. Wilbur Mobus.  His condition is such that they should not be undertaking attempts to try to contact him in the hospital to make a decision as to whatever he was going to do with respect to the access easement.  Mr. Devesterre’s wife was present at the last meeting making a verbal representation that they would grant and easement, but the details of the easement have not yet been worked out.  There may be a price for the easement, and unless it is a horrendous amount, Mr. and Mrs. Nisch agreed it is negotiable and will probably be undertaken. A concern of Mr. Devesterre was that he did not want this property if developed, to be one which enable the usage of that property other than a single family residence, and that the easement cannot be utilized by any other lands which could be developed on the southerly or easterly sides.  Maintenance of the easement was a concern to Mr. Devesterre and by amendment to the easement draft, it was agreed the maintenance would be undertaken as a coordinated effort by all users of that easement.  There is only one deed document which refers to the obligation of maintenance of  that easement, and that is in a grant to Gus (Robert) Mobus, and Wilbur Mobus when they took title to their respective properties on the North Side.  This document expressly obligated them to maintain that easement.  Having worked with Mr. Wilbur for a number of years regarding Mobus Lane, Mr. Murray stated that Mr. Mobus has expressed concerns regarding the water from the Karnell tract across his property at the far easterly end of Mobus Lane.  Mr. Murray is satisfied he has undertaken maintenance of that right of way as best he can with stone having been brought in on a number of occasions.  The other issue that was raised at the last Board meeting was the impact if any of the Riparian Ordinance recently adopted.  The stream crosses the Nisch property on a North to South basis.  The plan that was initially submitted requested a waiver from the provisions of the Riparian Ordinance.  The applicant cannot get a waiver from that ordinance, and there is no submission before the Board this evening that encompasses any extension or modification of the existing residence on the front lot abutting the easterly side of Morning Glory Road.  Mr. Murray stated that unless that event occurs the provisions of the Riparian Ordinance are not applicable.  It does apply if new construction is proposed.  Mr. Murray has advised his clients Mr. and Mrs. Nisch that if they propose to make any addition to the existing residence, they will have to comply with that ordinance.  The ordinance may prohibit any further expansion of that home.  There are provisions in this ordinance to allow variance to be granted by the Board of Adjustment.

Mrs. Smith requested the reports of the professionals be addressed.  Mr. Murray stated they have received a Stream Encroachment Permit with respect to the southerly side of the property wherein utilities will be brought in from Morning Glory Road to the new proposed lot.  The permit is dated May 25, 2007 with an expiration date of May 25, 2012.  

Mr. Chadwick stated that Mr. Murray has addressed some of the issues that were brought up at the prior hearing.  It is not clear if Mobus Lane is an easement or on the tax map it shows as a strip of land.  We need to know exactly what it is to act on the application.  In addition to that, because of the condition of Mr. Devesterre, we cannot finalize what the strip of land is and whose responsibility it will be in terms of maintenance.  Lastly, the issues of right of access need to be addressed.  It appears there will be a monetary requirement to obtain this access.  With this amount not known, it is not a surety.  This takes us back to the original application as to the creation of a lot on a non-public street.  Because of the unusual history of the street, Mr. Chadwick is not sure how to proceed with this application.  The last item is the Riparian Ordinance.  Mr. Murray’s opinion that the Riparian Ordinance will not have any affect on the proposed lot, but would control any future development at the existing home on the lot fronting Morning Glory Road.  There is no Riparian Conservation Plan that was presented as part of this application.  
Mr. Murray stated with regard to Mr. Chadwick’s concern as to whether Mobus Lane exists as an easement or a separate lot, the information provided to Mr. Siegel as obtained through Mr. Murray’s title company incorporated a title company opinion that Mobus Lane is part of what was initially acquired by Devesterre as a large tract of land.  Devesterre then conveyed out large parcels to the north side.  Those conveyances did not encompass any portion of what is now Mobus Lane.  Therefore, Mobus Lane is a fee simple ownership by Devesterre.  It is not an easement; he owns the Mobus Lane strip.  By virtue of such ownership, Mr. Murray stated he has been able to deed out to others on the north side.  You cannot convey fee simple ownership to those people unless he owned what he conveyed and he did according to the title company report.   Devesterre owns the fee simple to Mobus Lane.  That is why he is able to take grants of easements or accesses to that under conditions and terms he would prefer to see in place.  Mr. Murray stated if this application is approved, there will be a period of 190 days within which the applicant is required to perfect the subdivision by filing a subdivision map or a subdivision deed.  Within the 190 days if the applicant cannot obtain that, and it is imposed as a condition of approval, the options are either that they have lost the window of opportunity for this development or they apply to this Board for an extension of that time period.  Mr. Murray does not feel it is unusual to grant such an extension.  Mr. Murray further stated there is nothing in the documentation provided to the Board Attorney that indicates that any other property owner along Mobus Lane has a direct say.  Mr. Murray stated we are not working with a group of people; we are dealing with one person that is the patriarch of the family.  Until his health is such that within reason he can deal with this, we cannot push him to do so. 

Mr. Murray stated he did not see where the  Riparian Ordinance comes in to play other than a Riparian Conservation Plan.  Mr. Chadwick stated the engineer needs to make a decision as to where the top of the bank is to the stream.  On the west side, it is very clear.  On the east side, it is not.  Mr. Chadwick does not know where the stream encroachment boundary line is either.

Mr. Chadwick stated the boundary line is not yet on the plan.  Mr. Chadwick stated that at a minimum, the stream encroachment boundary line had to be shown. It is also very unclear as to whether or not all of the neighbors will agree they want to allow another lot to be part of Mobus Lane.  

Mrs. Smith stated there are a lot of unanswered questions, and a lot that could happen with this application.  Mr. Siegel stated you cannot have a lot unless you have access to a public street. The only way this lot can access Morning Glory is by way of this Lane.  While the Lane clearly exists, there is no question there is an easement over Devesterre’s property that Gus Mobus has an obligation to maintain in good repair.  The terms and conditions and use of these easements are not specified.  Other than Mobus having to maintain it, Mr. Siegel asked if there are any other conditions, and it is obvious from what Mr. Murray has said that the property owners along this lane want the conditions of use clarified.  Mr. Siegel stated it seemed odd to proceed with a subdivision application to create a lot which in the end may not have access to a public street.  Mr. Murray is suggesting to go ahead and approve it and if he cannot get access to a public street, there would be no subdivision.  In Mr. Siegel’s view, this is putting the cart before the horse.  Mrs. Smith agreed that we are premature in hearing this case.  The entire question of Mobus Lane needs to be clarified.  
Mr. Murray stated it is his position that the applicant has established sufficient proof of the ownership of Mobus Lane.  They have not submitted a fully executed access easement.  The applicant is requesting the Board exercise its powers to make this a condition of approval.  Mr. Murray reiterated if this is not satisfied, the subdivision approval is null and void.  Mr. Siegel stated Mr. Murray is putting the burden on the Board to consider all the terms and conditions of possible access to this property.  Mr. Murray stated the Board is not in a position to participate in the terms and conditions as long as the applicant has been given the right of access.  
Mrs. Smith stated the Board did not feel comfortable granting approval until access to the road is clear. Mr. Siegel discouraged a straw vote.  Mr. Chadwick reiterated the Board is being requested to consider a lot that does not front a public street.  The problem is whether or not this non-public street will be able to be used by the Nisch’s.  Mr. Chadwick felt the applicant is asking the Board to make a decision on something they don’t know if they have yet.  That is a heavy burden on the Board.  
Mr. Kastrud stated that Warren Township does not have any jurisdiction over Mobus Lane as far as paving, drainage, curbing, etc.  It is all maintained by whoever lives there.  The road itself does not meet any standards, but is more of a driveway. Issue of whether or not Mr. Nisch will be able to have access from Mobus Lane was again discussed.  Mr. Nisch stated he was raised in that property, noting the residents on Mobus Lane are personal friends of his.  From everyone he speaks with and from everything he knows about this property, that everyone shares in monies to repair the road for potholes, etc. Mr. Nisch stated everyone on the road has verbally agreed they can have access.  Mr. Devesterre feels that because the neighbors are such good friends they need to have input as to access.  There was a meeting set up, but Mr. Devesterre went into the hospital and the meeting was postponed.  
Mayor Sordillo stated that while we have heard testimony that access will not be an issue with the neighbors and Mr. Devesterre, he suggests we wait until the Access Agreement is executed so we will know it is real.  Hearing all of the conversation complicates the issue.  It sounds as if Mr. Nisch has a great chance of getting approval, but he does not at this point have it.  The Board generally agreed with Mayor Sordillo’s statement.

Mrs. Smith reiterated she felt it was premature to hear the rest of this case.  Mr. Chadwick stated the Riparian Easement only has relief from DEP.  There is a provision for relief for the existing lot through the Board of Adjustment.  However, where the top of the bank is and where the 150’ line goes becomes extraordinarily important in terms of where there is a buildable area east of the stream.  Mr. Smith stated these two significant issues needed to be addressed before the case could be heard in its entirety.  Mr. Sordillo states there has been quite a bit of testimony as to whether or not emergency vehicles can pass and turn around on this road and he requested that we have something in writing from our Fire Chief indicating if this is correct.  If he says it can, the Board can then be comfortable there is adequate protection for the people at the end of the road.  

He stated this property is on the list for a change in zoning to 1 ½ acres.  That ordinance revision has several areas in the township that are going to change as to minimum lot size.  If that ordinance is adopted between now and the carried date the applicant cannot proceed with the case because they will not have the requisite lot size.  They are proposing two 30,000 sq. ft. lots in a zone which permits 20,000 sq. ft. lots.  Mr. Chadwick stated the jurisdiction remains with this Board.  Mr. Murray reiterated that while jurisdiction remains with this board, they will not be able to create two 1 ½ lots.   This is why the applicant is seeking conditional approval at this time. Mr. Murray requested this piece be removed from the ordinance revision.  It was generally agreed this could not be done.  Mr. Murray clarified the Board request that they have the access easement in writing, there is further documentation or evidence by way of accessibility for emergency vehicles, and the Riparian Ordinance issue would need to be resolved.  Mr. Chadwick stated he and Mr. Kastrud would meet with the applicant’s engineer to determine where the top of bank is.  Per Mr. Murray, the concern over water runoff will also be addressed at the next hearing
The Board took a break at 8:35 with the meeting resuming at 8:45 p.m.

Mr. Murray stated the applicant wished to request the extension to August 13, 2007 with further notice.

Joseph Murray, Esq., of Schiller & Pittenger PC, 1771 Front Street Suite D, Scotch Plains NJ was present on behalf of the applicant.  At the last hearing on this case, the Board suggested the applicant return after he selects one plan, rather than alternates previously suggested.  The new map is dated May 22, 2007.  Mr. F. Lee Titus was present to discuss the contents of the map, which is essentially two lots conforming to bulk standards, except one of the two lots will not have frontage on an improved street,

but instead has frontage on a paper street.  The two lots are rectangular in shape.  Mr. Titus was previously sworn by Board Counsel on this case.  
Mr. Titus stated the rear lot, lot 1.02 would contain 43,679 sq. ft.  Due to the configuration of the wetlands transition areas, the front of the home would face 6th Street,  This area is also being considered to be rezoned, but per Mr. Chadwick’s memo the lot will conform to the revised ordinance.  The property will be serviced by public sewer.  There is no indication, in Mr. Titus’s opinion that any improvements would deem this application to be changed to a major subdivision.  Mr. Chadwick agreed.  The property will be serviced by public water through an easement from Greenwood Meadows.  A gravel driveway is being proposed.  Both lots are under the requirements for impervious coverage and Floor Area Ratio.  
Mr. Chadwick’s report of June 7, 2007 was reviewed.  The general comments describe the classification of the subdivision, and it is agreed this is a minor subdivision that will have transitioning in wetland boundaries.  The L.O.I. has been received by the applicant, but the transitional averaging has not been submitted at this time.  The proposed lot sizes conform to the now introduced ordinances both in setback and size.  The only outstanding item is the conservation easement requirement for all delineated wetlands.  Mr. Murray stated his client has agreed to provide the conservation easement.  

Mr. Kastrud’s report of June 11, 2007 was discussed.  General comment #1 explains if the street were to be extended, it would then be classified a major subdivision.  As the plans are proposed, it is a minor subdivision.  A variance is required for the lot fronting on a paper street, which should be noted on the plans.  Mr. Kastrud clarified the new comments in his report are in bold, with the comments from the previous report remaining.  Technical issues were discussed and plans need to be revised accordingly.  

A report from the Warren Township Volunteer Fire Company dated January 8, 2007 was noted.

It was requested the applicant meet with the Fire Chief to discuss the recommendations further.  A condition would be subject to agreement of the Fire Chief, with a minimal requirement of one hydrant.  The applicant agreed this would be done.  Further discussion ensued noting there is no public water in this area.  
Discussion of Mr. Kastrud’s report continued.  The transition averaging plan approval must be received. It was suggested a condition of approval be subject to the buffer averaging plan as shown.  The elevation on the inverts needs to be corrected. #16 and #17 should be conditions with regard to metes and bounds. Auto Cad for update of the Tax Maps is required. There should be a statement added to the plan than the total area of disturbance is less than one acre to meet DEP requirements. Tree removal will be limited, being constricted by the Conservation easement.  A tree replacement plan will not be required. Other items have been addressed.
The meeting was opened to the public.  There being no public comment, this portion of the hearing was closed.  Board member question regarding the home fronting a paper street was addressed by Mr. Chadwick.  He noted there is  mixed development in this area, with various lot sizes and relatively low density. Mr. Chadwick’s judgment to maintain policy in the direction we are going is less infrastructure is better.  Therefore requiring a side street to serve a lot which would need an individual permit to get through the wetlands and further scrutiny by the DEP is not necessary.  The intention was not to encourage development in this area, but to provide services to existing residents whose septic systems

could possibly fail.  The plan as presented recognizes the new ordinance and meets the basic criteria of the Master Plan. 

Conditions of approval would be that Lot 1.02 will be required to maintain the gravel driveway; Mr. Chadwick’s report #4; Mr. Kastrud’s Report #3, #8, #12, #16, #17, #17, #18; a variance referred to in #1 of Mr. Kastrud’s report regarding the property does not front on an approved street; applicant must obtain transition area averaging waiver from NJDEP for the average wetland buffer as shown on the plans; and at least one fire hydrant to be installed subject to the agreement of the Fire Chief.
