Report of Employees/ Health Officers Report:
Mr. Sumner reported that since Ordinance 2007-2 was passed, where alterations due to malfunctions no longer come to the Board, there have been 13 reviewed and approved since September 2007.

There are new tanning regulations proposed by the State of New Jersey that will prohibit anyone under the age of 14 from using a tanning facility, and those aged 14- 18 need parental consent.  Mr. Sumner provided his comments to the State Health Department on the proposed regulation because the regulations state there will be reimbursement to the Local Health Departments for work associated with the regulations, but don’t state any dollar amounts or how reimbursement will occur. 
There have been two calls for bats in the home in Warren this week.  One of the bats was captured and sent to Trenton, but tested negative for rabies.  The other bat, has not been located.
There have been a lot of calls on tomato recalls.  All tomatoes grown in NJ have been cleared, but the problem is where the infected tomatoes’ are coming from.  That is still under investigation.
Mr. Sumner is looking for any financial sponsors for the monthly Public Health video shows.  After the summer, he will not have any money left.

Mr. Sumner will be on vacation the last two weeks on June and will not be available.

Mr. Schnitzer stated that the Applicant proposes to construct a 13,600 square foot mixed-used warehouse and commercial flex space building on this 3.353 acre site located in a GI zoned district.  Property is to be served by an existing, but currently inactive public
water service and public sewers as approved by the Warren Township Sewerage Authority by Resolution 08-56.  The proposed building is to have 1600 square feet of office space and 12,000 square feet of warehouse space.  The plans indicate that the applicant intends to comply with the Board of Health Ordinance 97-1 detailing solid waste storage and disposal requirements.  
Mr. Schnitzer stated that the Applicant has provided a NJDEP Letter of Interpretation verifying that wetlands on the site as indicated on the survey prepared by Kennon Surveying are of Ordinary Resource Value and do not require a buffer or transition area.
Mr. Schnitzer stated that there are no wells, septic systems or underground storage tanks located on the property.
Mr. Schnitzer stated that there will be no hazardous materials or other potential health hazards stored in the warehouse.  The Applicant is currently negotiating a deal with a tenant to store ceramic tiles in 6000-8000 square feet of the warehouse.   
Mrs. Garrison asked about parking at the site.  Mr. Schnitzer stated that the parking is compliant with the Township Ordinance.
