MINUTES OF THE WARREN TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE

SEPTEMBER 17, 2009
REGULAR MEETING

The Township Committee of the Township of Warren, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, convened in Public Session on Thursday, September 17, 2009 at 7:22 p.m. in the Susie B. Boyce Meeting Room, 44 Mountain Boulevard, Warren, New Jersey.

Mayor Garafola read the following notice:

“In compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act of New Jersey, adequate notice of this meeting was provided on January 5, 2009 
by sending written notices to the Echoes Sentinel and Courier News, posting on the Bulletin Board in the Municipal Building and filing with the Township Clerk”.

“This meeting is to be taped for broadcast on the Access Channel and everyone is required to comply with the policies and procedures governing access programming for the Access Channel.  No mention of political affiliation or political advertising shall take place at this meeting or it will be deleted from any rebroadcast of the meeting.”

Mayor Garafola led all in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mr. Plager introduced Ordinance No. 09-21 by title for adoption and read the following:
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND TOWNSHIP CLERK TO EXECUTE A LEASE AGREEMENT FOR TOWNSHIP OWNED PROPERTY KNOWN AS BLOCK 6, LOTS 2, 4, 5, AND 3.01 THROUGH 3.06
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Mayor Garafola opened the public hearing on this ordinance.  No one wished to be heard and the public hearing was closed.
On motion of Mr. Plager second of Mr. DiNardo, Ordinance No. 09-21 was adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. DiNardo, the Regular Session and Executive Session Minutes of August 20, 2009 were approved.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

The governing body agreed that a coalition will be formed
to build a 911 monument.

The Comments on Agenda Items portion was opened.  

Mr. Lakatos questioned Resolution No. 2009-215, stating that  the requirement for installing sprinkler systems in homes build with engineered wood should only apply to new structures.  The wording in the resolution will be changed.
The Comments portion of the meeting was closed.

Mr. Sordillo introduced and read Resolution No. 2009-212 for the payment of bills, seconded by Mr. Plager.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Mr. DiNardo introduced Ordinance No. 09-22, by title for first reading and read the following:

Resolutions No. 2009-214 through No. 2009-224 are appended to the official minutes.

On motion of Mr. Sordillo, second of Mr. Plager, Resolution No. 2009-213 entitled “AUTHORIZING PURCHASE OF #2 FUEL OIL AND #2 DIESEL FUEL THROUGH SOMERSET COUNTY COOPERATIVE PURCHASING” was introduced and adopted.  The roll call vote was unanimous.

Resolution No. 2009-213 is appended to the official minutes.

Mr. Krane stated that Mr. Buro, DPW Superintendent, provided an estimate for repairs on the Wagner Farm house at 209 Mountain Avenue.  The cost to repair is very high.  Discussion ensued concerning demolishing this house.  The governing body directed Mr. Krane to speak to the tenants to ask if they will consider moving to another house on the Farm that is currently available.
Mayor Garafola recused herself from the following discussion.

The governing body agreed to release trust fund fees to CPNJ.
Mayor Garafola returned to the Dias.

The governing body agreed to offer a life insurance program to employees at no cost to the Township.
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The governing body discussed a plan to renovate the Geiser Barn.

There would be a cooperative effort between private and non profits, the Township and the County.  The Barn could be used for community activities and meetings for senior citizens.  The County will fund the project.  The governing body approved the plan, which will be forwarded to the County.

The governing body requested more information on a proposal by PSE&G to place electric outlets in public facilities for the purpose of charging electric vehicles.

On motion of Mr. Plager, second of Mr. Sordillo, Michael Petillo was appointed to the Library Advisory Board for a term to expire on 12/31/10.
Mayor Garafola opened the Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting.  
Mrs. Gerken, Valley View Road, suggested that the air conditioning units at the Library be replaced, as the units are 15 years old.

The Privilege of the Floor portion of the meeting was closed.

Mr. Sordillo introduced and read the following resolution, seconded by Mr. DiNardo and carried by unanimous voice vote.

WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act, P.L.1975 Chapter 231 permits the exclusion of the public from meeting in certain circumstances; and

WHEREAS, this public body is of the opinion that such circumstances presently exist; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body wishes to discuss:
