Proposed:  Lot line change which will change existing Lot 3 from 76,84 SF to 85,593SF and lot 4 from 74,087SF to 65,340SF.  A house is currently on both lots but a new home is planned for construction on Lot 3.
Mr. David Finch was introduced as owner of both 13 and 15 Heritage Dr. and then Mr. Segal sworn in all that might testifiy, the Engineer (Craig Stires), Mr. John Chadwick, Chris Kastrud, and Mr. David Finch.
Mr. Finch testified that he lives at 15 Heritage and his parents used to live at 13 Heritage (since 1983) until their death and his sister lives there still with a health care provider.  He would like his sister to move into his home.  Thus, he wants to move the lot line over to accommodate a larger dwelling.  

Craig Stires then introduced himself as a professional engineer and was accepted as qualified.  He explained the lot line change that is a conforming subdivision. The proposed home is for informational purposes only and they will be going through the procedures later for construction permits etc. They did receive letters from our professionals and have no issues with the comments/reviews.  They will meet the conditions stated.
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Mr. Villani pointed out the items, they do not have sewerage approval yet, but they have sewerage hook up now and there are homes on the properties currently.  They don’t have Board of Health approval yet.  

Mr. Stires stated they were working with the Sewerage Authority and it is moving forward.

Mr. Chadwick brought up that the Health and Sewerage meetings are held once a month or ever other month so it can take a little while to get heard.   Mr. Chadwick stated the house is just for informational purpose and no approval for the home was being decided by the Planning Board and those approvals would be done through the construction permits, including tree removal within building envelope.  

Mr. Kastrud went over his letter of February 29, 2012. including the requirement on the checklist  for NJDEP permits, at a minimum a Wetland certifier may need to determine whether or not wetlands are present.
Mr. Chadwick brought up the numerous maps that indicate water presence.  The Board of Health requires the wetlands information also.  

Mr. Kastrud included that the new conservation easements will be required for each of the lots, and the metes and bounds will be submitted to Warren Township Engineering  for approval.

Mr. Siegel clarified that the Engineering memo requires number 2, 3, 5, 6, 7 as conditions on any approval.  Then more discussion on the Item 5, Drainage Calculations requirement and that they would be required for construction of the home and not required for the subdivision.

Mr. Kastrud discussed that there would be some conservation easement on whatever the flood hazard area is in the back.  Mr. Kastrud will make a note to check that Engineering will need to check the drainage calculations before signing off on the construction permit.   Mr. Siegal clarified that Item 5, Drainage Calculations would not be a condition of the resolution.  So it will be Items 2, 3, 6 and 7 for conditions.
Mr. Villani closed out the testimony portion of the case.  Mrs. Smith made a motion, seconded by Mr. Freijomil to approve the case.
